NEWS FROM EVERYWHERE.

Shanghai, Sept. 7—It is still hoped 
that the immigration treaty with Aincri- 
ci will lie ratified in a modified foim. 
The discussion has caused great excite­
ment. There have been several riotous 
demonstrations. A mob incensed at the 
American Minister’s action attacked tl e 
American official's residence at Canton.

City of Mexico—One of the heaviest 
shocks of earthquake on record in this 
vicinity occurred last night at 8.45 o’­
clock. Many houses swayed and wa'V 
were cracked. The people rushed panic- 
stricken into the streets, and for a short 
time there was great apprehension of a 
repetition of the shocks. High winds 
and dust storms preceded the phenome­
non.

Boston, Sept. 7.—One ot the most de­
structive early frosts known for years 
visited a considerable portion of the 
Counties of Middlesex, Norlolk aud 
Worcester last night and this morning. 
Hundreds of farmers are mourning the 
loss of valuable crops, such as cucumbers 
tomatoes, squash and corn. In some 
places the grape crop is injured seriously 
Reports irom points in Northern New 
England indicate enormous damage to 
vines and crops.

German steamer are non crowding out 
British shipping- at Nagasaki, -Japan, 
German coastwise shipping is advancing 
by leaps and bounds. In 1880 210 Bri­
tish ships of 146,042 tons entered Naga­
saki, against 24 German vessels of 12,092 
tons; during 1887 there were 207 British 
vessels of 289,769 tons, and 217 German 
of 162,383 tons. The German steameis 
are smaller than the British, but do more 
business, ns they are better adapted to 
the trade.

Gloucester, Mass., Sept. 8,—Capl.. 
Ryan of the schooner “ A. D. Story," 
which arrived from Iceland lust night, 
reports great destruction among the 
French fishing fleet in the month of April 
on the south coast of Iceland. As this is 
the codfieliing grounds for the French 
in the spring, the whole French fleet con' 
centrated in this locality when a terrible 
storm came up which engulfed six vessels 
with all their crews. A sea swept over 
one vessel, washing overboard the captain 
and eleven men; another vessel lost her 
captain and three nun, and another her 
captain and two men. As near ns could 
be ascertained the number of men lost 
was 132. Many of the vessels were so 
badly damaged they had to be abandoned- 
Three hundred men were left in a desti­
tute condition in Iceland until the steam­
er carried them away. They endured 
many hardships while they were theie, 
the supply of food lieing limited.

KILLING WEEDS ON LAWNS.

A writer says : I have been exper­
imenting with petroleum, with a view 
lo ascertain whether or not it will 
kill such long rooted plants as dan-1 
dedon, thistles, plantain, etc, and 
I And It quite effectual. A little 
petroleum, poured out of a can—I 
use a long spouted one—into the 
crown of the plants, kills them out. 
Of course, a larger quantity is requir­
ed to kill strong, old plants, than is 
n-cessary for young ones, A few 
drops will kiil daisies and it will kill 
the grass, too, so that care is requir 
ed not to allow what is given to go 
beyond the crown of the plant it is 
intended Vo destroy. With this siin- 
p'e remedy al hand, those who have 
big weeds on their lawns need not 
be troubled much longer.—Kural.

In eelcc ing a famdy cow, espe­
cially when the milk is to be used by 
children, make sure that the cow is 
• he mother of a beallhy acd thrifty 
calf. There is no better evidence 
than this of the good quality of the 
milk and the good health of the cow.

PREVENTING FIRES ON THE 
FARM.

The hot dry weather makes litter, 
etc., easily combustible. Even the 
growing grass is so dry that it wid 
readily ignite. The farm hand 
sbouid not be allowed to walk about 
the farm with a pipe ; the live ashes, 
blown from it, may ignite the grass, 
or the dry litter in the fence corner, 
or the stubble. It is not an unfre- 
quenl tbing for a string of fence to 
be burned by a spark igniting the 
tbe dry grass and litter of the fence 
row, for a spark to start the stubble 
afire, sweeping on to destruction of 
tbe stacks and buildings. Certainly 
at th s season ft lighted pipe should 
not he allowed near any of the stacks 
or buildings. AVe very much doubt if 
a lighted pipe is ever ahuwab'e on the 
farm. Tuoughthe smoker sits do «n 
while he Smokes, he is aut not lo 
tbink at ail, or lie may forget, to 
stamp out the ashes that he knocks 
from his pipe.

To a low children to play wilh firr, 
or to haya matsbes, is minifes 1 / so 
foolhardy that it need only to bs 
mentioned. It is too careless to 
carry matches loose in the vest or 
coat pocket ; for the coat or vest may 
be thrown down on a bunch of buy 
or straw or on dry litter, and then 
ihe tread of an animal, or the gnaw­
ing of mice, may ignite the matches 
and start a dt-8trucuve conflagration. 
If stobble is to be burned, it is bel- 
;er to start the Are against the wind 
if tbe stubble is quite dry, although 
a fire guard has been plowed. We 
know a young farmer, working hard 
get a faim aud home paid for, who 

‘burned up last season eigh'.y tons of 
first-class bay ; he plowed a guard 
forty feet wide around a large stub­
ble field, and started tbe fire before 
the wind. It swept over tbe guard, 
caught in the dry meadow stubble, 
and went on to the hay ricks.— 
Fortunately a large threshing crew 
was near by, and by a bard effort 
the fire was stopped.—American 
Agriculturist.

know when, where and how to sell, 
and then an economical trader-finan­
cier and handle bis money to adran- 
tage. He, moreover, requires a 
knowledge of animal pathology, so 
as to be able to treat his stock, and 
of chemistry so as lo know tbe com­
position of his soi:s.

Noth­
ing adds more to the charms of his 
country heme or to the delight of his 
wife and chiklrou than the trees aud 
the flowers and the birds, anti best 
of these are the birds because with­
out them insect life would soon de­
velop to such an extend as to de­
stroy the other.
