A number of delegates to the annual
convention arrived by the afternoon
train from Moucton.

Tea was served in the Mission Hall to
1ke delegates at 6 o'clock.

A* 7.80 the first session opened. Miss
Mitchell, President of the Newcastle W.
C. T. U., ia a few appropriate words
welcomed the delegates to our town and
1o the convention, to which Mrs Crain,
of Baie Verte, responded. After sing-
ing and prayer and a few remarks from
the President the meeting adjourned un-
til 10 o’clock on Wednesday morniag.

WEDNESDAY, July 9.

The first half hour of this session was
spent in prayer and praise, conducted
by Mrs. Park of Newcastle.

At 11.15 the convention was called to
order by the President, Mrs. Emmerson,
aond Mrs. Sutherland, of Newcastle, ap-
pointed Secretary pro tem.

Enrolment of delegates was next in
order and the following were reported
1o be present:—

Moncton,—Mrs.
Clark.

Newcastle,—Mrs. Fairey, Johnstone,
Park, Sutherland, and Miss Mitchell and
Miss Murray.

Chatham.—Mrs. Leishman, Anderson,
Stothart, and Misses Shirreff and Twee-
dia.

Upper Sackville,—Mrs. Wheaton.

Baie Verte,—Mrs. Crain.

Douglastown,—biiss Falconer.

Hillsboro,—Mrs. Steeves.

The President nominated Mrs. Snow,
Anderson, Steeves, Crain, and Miss Mit-
chell as a coMimittee or nominations and
resolutions. Adopted by the conven-
tion.

The President then called for reports
from Superintendents of Departments,
giving her own first as Superintendent
of Jails and Prisons. She reported hav-
ing obtzined permission of the sheriff o
allow any Christian lady to visit the jail.

The report also suggested that the
women ought to make an effort to gain
admission to the Penitentiary. Report
was on motion adopted.

Miss Marray, Superintendent of work
among sailors reported that she had
written to all Unions about the work.
Report adopted.

The Secretary read the rcport of the
Petitcodiac Union, which was on motion
adopted.

The President then gave out the 18th
hymn, after the singing of which the
Convention bowed in prayer [or a min-
ute. The President reminded tbe ladies
of Miss Willard’s three requests, viz. ;:—
1st—that the members of the Unions al-
ways wear the white ribbov ; 2ad—the
noon-tide hour of prayer; 3cd—prayer
for the World's petition. It was also
stated that the World’s petition was gc-
ing to be recalled for further circulation
for signatures. Mrs. Craip said the
petition was still being circulated among
the members of their Union.

It was stated that the Union in New-
castle had signed the petition to author-
ize the PathfinCer series as temperance
text books in the schools. Mrs. Crain
spoke of the Pathfinder series as beicg
most helpfal for teachers of Loyal Le-
gions or Bands of Hope. She also made
the following amendment—:that we res-
cind the former motion appointing com-
mittee on nominations and procecd with
Miss Willard's plan—vote by ballot. Ad-
journed for dinner. 2

AFTERNOON SESSION.

In the absence of Miss Ilarper Miss
Thomson took charge of the Children’s
Meeting, taking for her lesson the Al-
phabet of Streng Drink. After the
children’s meeting Mrs. Snow conducted
a short devotional exercise, after which
the President called the Convention to
order for business. Minutes of the
morning session were read and approv-
ed. Tben reading of the Constitution.

Reports were then called for and pre-
sented from Moncton, Baie Verte, Sack-
ville, Hillsboro, all showing general in-
terest and progress in the work, and
were by vote adopted by the Conven-
ticn.

A lady here asked the following ques-
tions, viz.:—1st—Could anything be
done to promote a better observance of
the Sabbath? 2nd—To remedy thelate
hours for young people’s amusements?
8rd— And was there any compulsory law
to make ladies speak on a subject?

1t was suggested that learning to ob-
serve the Sabbath began in the Sabbath
School.

Late hours came under the head of
hygiene and dress, which department
had already exerted itgelf to remedy that
evil.

Mrs. Emmerson here spoke of her visit
to the Santar um in Chicago and seeing
8o many ther who were suffering from
ignorance of the laws of health. Ad-
Jjourned.

TuuRsSDAY MORNING.

Emmerson, Snoow,

Devotional exercises, conducted by
the President, and cocasisting of singing
rrayer, and reading and exposition of
Scripture. The President spoke of the
work of the W. C. T. U., how carried
on, and its immediate results; first in
our own [families, that our sons and
daughters may be brought up in the fear
and admonition of tke Lo'd, and that
they may continue all through in life in
the good ways of religion and temper-
ance. It wus then suggested that too
much time was spent in frivolities and
while home should be made pleasant to
members of our families, yet more time
might be spent in whal is most essen-
tial to a happy life. The need of proper
clothing was mentioned yesterday and
would doubtless again be brougbt up,
and every young mother especially
should study what is best in this regard.
So much was known now which in older
times seemed not to be thought of, and
we often wonder that it is so, and the
practice of these reforms may be the
means of makirg our children more
healthy if we properly studied this im-
portant matter. Todo our best was'but
our duty. We could notdo enr best out-
side if we did not do our duty inside 2ad

go forth armed with the protection of
the Almighty,  In reference to the wear-
ing of the white ribbon as a badge and
token of pur priociples the President rc-
ferred to a trip sh- had taked to Chicago.
Traveliing without a friend to wile away
the long period of trpxel how eagerly
she looked fer the bit of wkite rihbon,
as lady passengers came on board. But
atlast her wish was gratified, a lady ap-
peared adorned with the white ribbon
and at once we were chatting as friends
and what a pleasant half hour we spent
in talking over our work and duties, our
hopes and fears. In conciusion she
would say always wear the white rib-
boz.

Miss Mitchell spoke in reference to a
matter introduced yesterday in reference
to Sabbath observance. Was Lhis break-
ing of the Sabbath because »of the liquor
trafilc. Whatever the cause it should be
inquired into and perhaps papers written
1 regard to it. Also to enquire whether
the children of & family wer2 taken to
C:girch and Sabbath School, this and
many other things might be Laken ufp as
part of our duly to the great benefit of
all, both temporally and spiritually.

Another speaker suggested the advis-
abiliiy of assisting to make the childrea
of poor parents more presentable in
dress, which was often the cause of much
of the neglect of Sabbath observance,
and thought attention might be called to
this matter. These preliminary exercises
were then closed with prayer, nnd\the
regular business‘of Counvention proceed-
ed wi-h.

Minutes of yesterday's meetings were
read and approved.

Reports were now in order and that of
Ctatham was read by Miss Shirreff,
Newcastle by Mrs. W. Sutherland, aud
Sackville also read by Mrs. Sutherland,
all of which were on motion adopted.

Mrs. Leishman read a letter from a
fiiend in Buithurst in refercnce to the
Uunion recently instituted there by M.s.
Trenholm. Adjourned for dinoeu.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Mizutes of morning's session read and
approved. The subject of seperating
the Unioas into smaller groups for con-
veutions or conferences was taken up.
The President was of opinion that if sev-
eral Unions in the same neighbourhood
held their own private conterencs there
would be jast as good result as by hav-
ing convention of the whole.

The general idea seemed to be that the
larger the convention the more zeal and
consequently more work accomplished.
It was ultimately decided to make no
change at present.

The election of officers was then pro-
ceeded with and resulted as follows:—

Resolved That we, as Unions, do not
wait for regular meeting of said Unions
when imnportant business peeds atten-
tion or in answering correspondence—
but to let the executive decide at once,
thereby avoiding much delay. The con-
vention tMen proceeded tv c'ose the con-

vention whicb was most-harmonious
throughout.

PunLic MEETING.

In the evening a public meeting was
held, Mrs. Emmerson presiding. The

meeting opened with the Banner Song—
For

God, and Home, and Native
L nd. Reading of Scripture and
prayer by Mrs. Emmerson. Inter-

esting papers had been prepared and
were read by the authors, that of Mrs.
Emmerson beiog on the aims and objects
of the W. C. T. U., that of Miss O, Par-
ker on the benefits to be derived from
teaching temperance in our schools, and
& most practical paper by Miss Mitchell
vn intemperance and the open violation
of the law in our town. These papers
should be pablished and we hope to have
them in the ADVOCATE next week. Miss
Thomson gave & comical reading of
what resulted from a study of elocutios.
The collection was taken up, the temper-
ance doxology sung and the audience
dismissed.

A short farewell meeting was held by
the members. The delegates left for
their homes by the early morning train.

Ore of the most appalling and heart-
rending aceilents that has happened in
Halitax or Dartmonth for many years
occurred at the latter place on Friday
night.
