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CAMMILLE 
ADMITTED IT.

Pleaded Guilty of Smuggling and 
Woe Fined $200.

? Ac Crap Shooters Also Pleaded 
Guilty and Were Fined

Case of Uttering a Confederate 
States $50 Bill

V Frederick Cammille, 19 Park street 
north, was arranged in Police Court this 
morning on a charge of smuggling cigars. 
Information was given to the police by 
the Inland Revenue Department, and 
Cammille was suspected. He was watch­
ed from Buffalo to Hamilton, and then 
watched back to Buffalo again, and on 
his return here was arrested on the cor­
ner of King and James on Saturday. 
Cammille, through his counsel, J. G. 
Gauld, K. C., sprang a surprise in court 
by pleading guilty. The prosecuting 
counsel, thinking he would plead not 
guilty, had kept the court waiting look­
ing up the law dealing with such offence.

After his plea W. A. Logic, acting for 
the Inland Revenue Department, said it 
did not wish to send Cammille to prison, 
but would like his Worship to impose a 
very heavy fine, so that the nefarious

{iractice would be discouraged. He be­
loved that Cammille was merely the 

tool of a gang in Buffalo who had been 
working this business for a long time, 
and had agents in various Canadian bor­
der cities and towns who disposed of 
the cigars when smuggled over. This 
last package that Cammille had brought 
over contained several thousand cigars, 
stogies and cigarettes. These goods are 
sold to foreigners, who are working in 
co-operation with the Buffalo men. the 
Inland Revenue Department is determin­
ed to suppress the practice. Mr. Logie 
said no matter how heavy the fine was, 
Cammille would not have to pay it, as 
he was looked after by the chief opera­
tors in Buffalo.

J. G. Gauld endeavored to show that 
it was not so serious as supposed.

His Worship, however, thought it was 
part of a continued business, and fined 
Cammille $200. He was given six weeks 
to pay it. The cigars, etc., were confis-

KILLED IT.

Fine Horse Had Back Broken in 
a Runaway.

A runaway on James street shortly 
before noon to-day caused considerable 
excitement. Two people had narrow 
escapes, and the horse was so badly 
injured that it died a few minutes after 
it struck a pillar of the Royal Hotel 
block at the corner of Merrick and 
James streets. The horse was owned 
by the Dewey Ice Co., and was attached 
to a single wagon, which was heavily 
loaded with ice. The driver had tied 
the horse and was delivering dome ice 
when the animal became frightened, 
and broke the strap and bolted. It was 
a four-year-old colt, and to-day was the 
first time it had ever been driven in 
the city. By the time the animal had 
run as far as Merrick street it had 
gained considerable speed, and when a 
man stepped into the * road it tried to 
turn the corner at Merrick street, but 
was .travelling too fast, and ran into the 
pillar. With the tremendous weight of 
ice behind it the shafts were driven 
through the door, and the horse was 
doubled up in a heap and its back 
broken, as well as numerous other 
bones. It lived but a few minutes.

The people who saw the accident con­
sidered it a miracle that a little girl 
w’ho was standing on the sidewalk was 
not killed, as the wagon missed her by 
only a few inches. For a minute it 
looked as though the horse was going to 
run right over her.

Barcelona, Aug. 4.—The life of Barce­
lona continues1 to-day to pursue its nor­
mal course.

GREAT SLAUGHTER.
London, Aug. 4.—All sort* of esti­

mates are given of the deaths and de­
struction at Barcelona. The Barce­
lona correspondent of the Paris Matin 
says that the lowest estimate is 3,000 
killed, while double and even treble 
that number is suggested. A despatch 
from Orbere estimates the killed at 
2.000. while another despatch places the 
number at 600.

It is evident that the slaughter and 
destruction was great, but its exact 
number is not knpwn. The Madrid 
correspondent of the Telegraph, who 
evidently has excellent sources of in­
formation, says that 7,000 children 
were deprived of the shelter of orphan 
asylums, 54 convent* and churches 
were burned and 6,700 electric light 
standards were overturned.

Spaniards roi-ïtd moors.
Madrid. Aug. 4.—An official communi­

cation from Melilla, dated Aug. 3, 10

"Last "night, from 11.30 to midnight, 
strong forces of Moors attacked a 
blockhouse in course of construction. 
Vigorous fusillade* were exchanged until 
3.15, when six companies relieved the 
Spanish and the Moors were, put to 
flight. ' During the engagement the 
Moors tore up 150 yards of the railway. 
The Spanish losses were the officer 
commanding the detachment killed and 
forty wounded. We retained the posi­
tion. The losses of the enemy must 
have been great. Owing to their numer­
ical superiority, they were able to carry 
off their dead and wounded.’

HARPER WAS 
INDISCREET.

Was the Finding of the Committee 
of Presbytery,

But Evidence Did Not Adduce 
Anything Immoral

His Resignation Accepted With­
out Any Comment

A special meeting of the Hamilton 
Presbytery was held yesterday after­
noon in Knox Church. Rev. Mr. Camp­
bell, moderator, presided, and the meet­
ing was well attended. The press was 
excluded. The particular business was 
to deal with the case of Rev. F. C. Harp­
er, of Drummond Hill, Niagara Falls.

The committee which received instruc­
tions to investigate the charges made 
against Rev. Mr. Harper reported a con­
dition of things there which was serious­
ly affecting the cause of Christ and the 
best interests of the congregation, and 
that that condition had existed for a 
considerable time; that a number of the 
church people had ceased to attend 
church services, while those who were 
attending were dissatisfied, and a great 
many had refused to contribute to the 
funds until a remedy for the existing 
condition had been applied; that the 
state of things was attributed to the 
neglect, of the minister to visit the con­
gregation while too frequent visits had 
been paid and much time spent with one 
lady of the church, and to the talk cur­
rent in the community and congregation 
about these visits.

The committee found that the alleged 
causes were the true ones, and that the 
course pursued by the minister had been 
exceedingly indiscreet and had undoubt­
edly and with too much cause laid a 
foundation for the unpleasant and un­
favorable rumors which were afloat.

A lengthy discussion took place, and 
finally it was moved and agreed upon 
that the report of the committee be 
adopted and the Presbytery, while re­
gretting the indiscretion on the part of 
Rev. Mr. Harper, rejoiced to know that 
nothing had been adduced that could in 
any way reflect on his moral character.

The resignation placed in the hands of 
the clerk was taken up. There being no 
opposition, it was accepted, to take ef­
fect on August 9.

Rev. D. M. Buchanan presented a call 
from Lyndoch and Carholme in favor of 
Rev. Mr. Johnson, formerly of Paisley, 
which was sustained. It was ordered 
to be forwarded to Mr. Johnson, and ar­
rangements made for his induction in 
the event of the call being accepted.

EQUIPMENT SENT 
TO QUEBEC PLANT

The Switch Trouble in East End Causes An 
Industrial Loss to Hamilton.

Since the failure of the Board of 
Works to meet the terms proposed by 
the F. W. Bird Company for’a switch 
to that company’s factory in the 
east end the company has given 
orders for the shipment of its new 
plant to its branch at Pont Rouge, 
Quebec. In view of the fact that the 
company proposed to extend its 
buildings and increase its output to 
the extent of about three cars a week, 
or more, employ a good many more 
men, it asked that the Board should 
make a road that a track could be 
laid on. Orders had already been 
given for the new’ machinery and 
equipment, and since the company 
has failed to get the switch it has 
given instructions to ship the new 
machinery to the Quebec plant which 
means that Pont Rouge will get the 
increased industry that Hamilton 
should have had.

The Board of Works people say 
there is nothing in the way of the 
company getting its switch if it 
will arrange to meet the city and 
formulate a scheme that will be ac­
ceptable to all. When the matter was

up before the Board consented to the 
switch on condition that the company 
would make a three per cent, grade, 
and that not being acceptable to the 
company proposed a conference of 
representatives of the three interests, 
the company, the railway and the 
Board. The Board's secretary stated 
this morning that he had not yet 
heard from the company in regard to 
the conference asked for.

The Board of Health has appointed 
a sub-committe. composed of Messrs. 
T. Crooks, F. Quinn and W. Farrar 
to urge upon the City Council con­
tinually keep before them the nec­
essity of having an inspector appoint­
ed whose business it will be to make 
a thorough and periodic inspection of 
milk at its source. It is the aim of 
the Health Department to secure ab­
solutely safe and pure milk for the 
people and an agitation is now on 
foot to secure the necessary means of 
accomplishing it.

KNOCKOUT 
DROPS USED

On Hamilton Vniton at Niagara 
Falls on Monday.

Niagara Falls Aug. 4.—"From the 
statements of prisoners who have ap­
peared before me, I am convinced 
that some saloo/ikeepers are in the 
habit of using knockout drops.’’

This statement made from the bench 
by Police Judge Banks this morning, 
followed a recital of evidence given by 
Sandy and Charles Reding, two ex­
cursionists from Hamilton, Ont., who 
were found lying on the top of the 
wall at the canal basin, near the 
Hydraulic Power & Mfg.’s plant, 
about midnight by Patrolman Keenan. 
He stated that the men were in such 
a precarious position that the least 
movement by either, would have 
thrown both into the water, and ow­
ing to their condition, might have 
caused their death.

They were discovered by the watch­
man at the factory, who notified the 
police. In court this morning both 
prisoners said that thev had been 
drinking very little, and that it could 
not have been the quantity of liquor 
consumed, that caused the condition 
which they admitted they must have 
been in. In the statement of the old­
er man he said that he had never 
been in that condition before, and 
had never known his companion to 
be under the influence of liquor.

They had come to this side of the 
river on an excursion from Hamilton, 
Ontario. They claimed that the last 
two drinks which they took did all the 
mischief, and seçmed to have a very 
demoralizing effect, much greater than 
the other drinks they had.

The judge stated that he was con­
vinced that the men Wezg right in 
their surmise, having previously come 
in contact with cases in which re­
spectable business men from out of 
the city had been picked up helpless, 
when all evidence seemed to show 
that they had not been drinking hard 
enough to cause any serious effects. 
He advised the men to hunt up the 
bartender who sold the drinks, and 
if possible, lay information against 
him. Judge Banks discharged both 
men, and as they expressed their grat­
itude to the police department for 
having taken rare of them he instruct­
ed them to leave an expression of 
thanks with the chief showing their 
appreciation of .the kindness of the 
patrolman who made the arrest,

SAYS HE WAS 
BADLY USED,

Well-Known Citizen Bringing Ac­
tion Against the City.

Clama $10,000 For Abuses He 
Says He Suffered.

Arrested, Handcuffed and Patrol­
led Over a Dog.

Mr. A. Ross, for many years one of 
the best known grain buyer» in this city, 
promises to make things interesting for 
the city and the police department on 
account of the way he was used las* 
Sunday. Mr. Ross has a dog. He had 
it out on the day in question, running 
along at his side and he claims, under., 
perfect control, although not on a lend. 
His story is that he was accosted by n 
a man in civilian clothes, but whom 
he afterwards found to be P. C. Km- 
merson. The officer, he says, claimed 
that the dog .was running at large, and 
he says it was not. The upshot w*a 
that some warm words followed, after 
which Mr. Ross was placed under ar­
rest, handcuffed and bundled off to the 
police station in the patrol wagon.

Mr. Ross bears the marks of bad 
usage, and he attributes them to the 
handling he got. One wrist is skinned 
and bruised, and his shoulder and chest 
have been so sore that he could scarcely 
get ‘any sleep. At the police station, 
he says, the police i*-sn had a few words 
with a sergeant; then turned to him 
and said: “You may go now, and go 
up and get your dog.'* The animal had 
in the meantime been taken to the city

After being arrested, handcuffed and 
taken to the station Mr. Ross expected 
that he would, at least, be given the 
opportunity of setting himself right by 
an explanation at a proper court of 
justice. He waited for a summons, but 
none came, and he is still unserved, al­
though three days have elapsed, and a 
number of other dog cases have coma 
up ami been disposed of.

Mr. Ross declares that he will bring 
action against P. C. Emmerson and" 
the city for $10,000 damages on ac­
count of the way he was abused. He 
has placed the matter in the hands of 
Mr. John Harrison, his solicitor, who 
has served notice upon the Mayor and 
P. C. Emmerson.

BROKEN HEAD.

Harry Bentley Met With Painful 
Accident Yesterdey.

Harry Bentley, 311 Mary "street, while 
unloading stone yesterday afternoon at 
the G. T. R. Ferguson avenue yard, sus­
tained a rather bad scalp wound. He 
was taken to the City Hospital in the 
ambulance, where his injuries were at­
tended to by Dr. Sutherland. Bentley 
was near the derrick when the stone, 
which was a large one, was in the hooks 
and by some means the clutch came 
out, sending the handles round at light­
ning speed.
