Now, Christians should labor to change, as much as 
possible, the present ungodly state of political affairs ; 
and as both this duty, ana tho means to secure this end, 
are admirably expressed by Abbott, we give place to him : 
“ He (the Christian) is a citizen of the state, as well as 
others, and all tho responsibilities and duties of citizen­
ship belong to him fully. While ho should most sedu­
lously guard against an assuming, or a dictatorial spirit, 
and avoid all manceuvering and intrigue, and keep hie heart 
free from varty spirit, and lust of office and power, he 
should still be vigilant, and faithful, and punctual in 
discharging all the duties which the constitution of his 
country imposes upon him. And whatever share of influ­
ence lie may properly exert directly, in respect to the 
political administration of his government, that he is 
bound to exert in favor of sdcii men and seen measures as 
will promote the highest and most permanent public good. 
If all are faithful in the discharge of these obligations, 
then just so fur as personal piety extends, so far will tho 
social and political condition of man be improved apd 
this is the only sure and safe mode of progress.” We 
have only to say, in conclusion, that party spirit is ruin­
ing our country ; it is betraying it into tho hands of tho 
enemy ; but for it, popery would have comparatively lit­
tle power or influence.

He 
named these 15 elements, and stated their properties, 
character aud functions, showing tho difference between 
organic and inorganic bodies. He next commenced man­
ipulation, and shewed, by the use of the Pneumatic 
*1 rough, the Hydrogen Gas in its different modifications
