The exist-
mg law of Tilinois, it was supposed, gave
the State the power of liniiting excessive
railroad charges, both for passengers and
freight, but by a decision of the Supreme
Court the law has been pronoumced un

constitutional, and inoperative as it
stands, for tbe purpose dn view. Imme-
diately this was found fo be the case, the
[linois : Legislature set itself to remedy
the defect, and on Saturday week a bill
was introdueed containing the most strin-
gent provisions, and giving the people
the benefit of every doubt that may arise,
so that tly evasion will be impos-
sible. 6 Mimmesota Legislature has

beyond the Tllinois bill, however,
asmuch as it prohibits all discrimination,
and imposes the ‘‘death penalty,” er for-
feiture of charter, for the first offence.
That these bills will become law need not
be doubted,for such is the popular feeling
on the tramsportation question among the
farmers that very few representatives will
dare to vote nay. To do so would be po-
litical extinction, and the member who
should vote nay might as well emigrate at
once. To some people it msy appear a
question whether, under such laws, rail-
road business can be carried’'on at all.
As to thi'a great deal will depend, we
suppose, on the rates fixed, and the tone
of popular and legislative discussion on
the subject seems to indicate a disposition
to allow f@r, and perhaps even liberal
rates, with prompt punishment for in-
fractions.
