So few newspaper readers have followed
the course ori.he Indian warfare in the
North-West, that the overwhelming defeat
of Custer's command and the butchery of
this gallant commander and his men, will
produce both t and alarm. We
have latterly fallen into the habit of .
ing the Indians yet remnmin‘ ina or

Itis onfy now and then
when some such outburst as that of the
Modocks, which resulted in the slaying of
Gen. Canby, Commissioner Thomas, and
others, or that which we now re-
cord  with s0 much sorrow, comes
like a shock, that we realize the character
of the Indian and the difficulties of the situa-
tion. Sitting Bull's band of Sioux left
their reservation with hostile intent. They
refused negotiations for peace. They defied
the power and authority of the United
States.

This force became
divided, and Gen. Custer, with five com-
panies, coming up to the main body of the
Sioux, attacked them impetuously without
waiting for the support of the remainder of
the column. The result was that the entire
body of men, numbering between three and four
hundred, and .inclading Gea. .
