A Curious Relic.—1 have now be­
fore me, writes a correspondent of the 
New York 41 Observer” a memento, and 
to my family a monitor.

Upon that in 
formation, the family in question made 
a hasty departure, that very night, rest 
ing some seven miles from Paris, until 
the day dawned. It was a beautiful 
morning, but the flying multitudes gave 
them unmistakable evidences of the 
truthfulness of their servant’s story, and 
they hastened on to the seacoast, and 
from thence to this country.

Postal Convention.—Late New
York advices inform us that “ a postal 
convention has just been concluded be­
tween the United States and Newfound­
land, to take effect on and after Dec. 1, 
1872. The rate of postage is reduced 
to six cents per half ounce and under ) 
prepayment is compulsory. The Uni­
ted States postage on newspapers is two 
cents each, and on pamphlets, periodi­
cals and other printed matter and pat­
terns or samples the rate is two cents 
for each two ounces. These amounts 
must be prepaid on matter sent to New­
foundland from the United States. The 
same rates as above, except on letters, 
are collected on all matter from- New­
foundland when delivered in the Uni­
ted States, without regard to what may 
have been prepaid there. Each coun­
try collects its own postage on all mat­
ter sent or received, and no accounts are 
kept between the two.
