Rev. F.E. Booﬂn'oya
\ Speaks In Met-
hodist Church

Rev. F. E. Boothroyd speaks in the
Methodigt' Chunch.

On Sunday morning Dec. Zlst Rev.
Mr. Boothroyd, Field 8 y of the
Temperance Alliance, for the province
of New Brunswick gave a very instruc-
tive and inspiring address on the

iprogress and lookout of the temperance

cause.

, After outlining the function of the
New Brunswick Alliance as the coor-
dination of all the temperance forces,
moral and religious, throughout the
province, he dealt with the existing
situation under prohibition subject to
a referenduni vote of the people in the
ear future. There are certain forces
endlng to reactionary measures which
may in genoral be grouped under the
head of appetite and vested interests,
and which easily create and encour-
age insidious progaganda in which the
re pectable citizen may ,often unwit-
tingly be lending strength and curren
ty Mr. Boothroyd went on to speak
of many superficial statements which
may be heard frequently in the com-
mon gossip of communi*‘es, for exam-
ple, that “prohibition does ngt pro-
hibit,” that there is “as much liguor
sold under prohibition &s under licen-
se.” After frankly admitting that pro
hibition does not prohibit absolut-
ely he asked for the naming of
any law—all laws are prohibitions
—that does. And yet law helps and
helps immeasurably. Moral suasion,
education, agitation have every one
their place but so has law, which is
the crystallization of these in a form
which the would-be offender most fears
What has prohibition been doing?
With the steady increase of prohibit-
ory law through-ut the provintes of
the Dominion. There has been a
steady and worked decrease in the
convictions for drunkness. In five
years those have decreased sixty per-
cent. In the city of St. John wunder
prohibition and when offences for
drunkeness have been much more
strictly dealt with the number of con-
victions in 1918 was only one third
of that in 1916 under licenses and
greater loniency to the offender in
the matter of arrest. Holiday gath-
erings in large centres have been al-
most entirely free from drunkness in
contrast with former conditions. Wives
whose husbands have be'n given a
chance to b& sober will bear their
testimony by-.the score to the effec-
tiveness of prohibitton. Throughout
