Hastening 
to the spot they found Mr. Trainor 
lying prostrate and beside him was 
the electric lamp and wire, which had 
been pulled from the ceiling by him 
when he fell. He waa unconscious and 
expired in a few moments. It is 
thought that daring the wind and rain 
of the day some wires had fallen across 
the wire connecting the electric station 
with the building, thus surcharging 
the latter with electricity. This seems 
the more probable from the extraord­
inary electric activity in the vicinity 
of the Fish Market between five and 
six o’clock.
