TUNNEL BETWEEN ENCLAND
AND FRANCE.

Agitation has been going on for
years for the  construetion of a tun-
nel under the Strait of Dover to
facilitate  traffic between England
and France, and a.French company
has been in existence for years ~with
this purpose, and has drawn up
pldns and estimates for the work.

The building of a tunnel would be
excecedingly beneficial, and of great
value to commence, but British prés
judice has hitherto stood in the way,
as it was feared that an invading
army would ‘be able to make use of
it, and England would no longer be
able ‘to boast of the protection - af-
forded by her sea girdle,

A bill has been laid before the
British. Parliament to empower. an
Anglo-French company to carry out
this  enterprise. The plan arranges
for two parallel tunnels or tubes,
each 24 miles long, the cost being
estimated at . $80;000,000.

This tunnel = would give Englard
quick, easy, and direct communi-
cation “with ~the mainland, in * fact,
would make it ‘a part of the “contin:
ent.

Suarely, England’s insular - prejuo-’
dices have been dissipated -to a great
extent by this time, at least, it is to
be hoped so, as the fears hitherto ex-
perienced should no longer --have
cause to exist, and the “‘entente cor-
Qia¥é” would soon be greater than
ever, once the means of commiunieca-
tion were improved.

There seems t8 be no doubt as to
the practicability of the project, as an
engineering proposition. «. “Both
countries have plenty - of “~money,
whilst the supply of skill is great,
and nothing more: is required.
