Speaking of an examination which
had been made of the children’s teeth
in ofie room in an Edmonton school,
he stated that the examination had
showed 60 per cent. of the pupils
with teeth which called fro immediate
dental attention.

“Faulty teeth mean faultv health,”
he continued. ‘A great many other-
wise nervous, backward children are
sueffring from the effects of bad teeth,
and a marked improvement has been
noticed whern the/teeth are put in good
condition. A gentleman of much ex-
perience in juvenile crime assures us
that it hds been found that vicious
tendencies in children have been de-
finitely traced to bad teeth.”
