AT TRIPOLI Ottawa, Ont-, Oct. 6.—Sir Wilfrid -Laurier, who on July 11, 1906, 
took thqipath of office as prime minister of Canada, at three o'clock 
today, after over fifteen years of power, placed the resignation of 
himself and his ministers in the hands of His Excellency Earl Grey. 
His administration has now ceased to exist, and Mr. R. L. Borden has 
been nailed upon to form a government. The tnae-up of his cabinet, 
it is expected, will be known by Monday, when the new ministers will 
be swot* in.

Thy last meeting of the cabinet council of the Laurier adminis­
tration convened at eleven o'clock this morning, with practically ail 
the ministers in attendance. They continued in session until one 
o'clock Shortly after the ministers dispersed, Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
drove down to Government House and handed in the resignations Of 
the members of the defeated government. »

The majority of the prospective cabinet 'ministers saw Mr. R. L. 
Borden at his residence this morning, but the finishing touches will 
not.be put on the cabinet-framing job for a day or two. Ho definite 
decision as to the representative from British Columbia has yet been 
reached, it is said. .

Tripoli, Oct. 6.—The Italians have 
established a new* government for 
Tripoli.

Almost a year has now elapsed 
since the American-Canadian Oil 
Company blanketed the petroleum 
and natural, gas rights on nearly 200 
square miles In the vicinity of their 
well, securing leases for a year of 
these rights on about 200 sections of 
land. This monopoly of oil rights 
in the MoHnvillc district on all except 
C.P.R. land, cost the coimipahy in the 
neighborhood Of $30,000. To extend 
the leases for a second year a pay­
ment 'of double this sum must be 
made In a short time then the 
company will be required to pay over 
to the Dominion Government $60,000 
if they are to hold the petroleum 
rights on these sections. These rights 
are nominally held by a large num­
ber of oil companies incorporated 
some months ago, but In reality by 
the Amerlcan-Canadlan Oil Company. 
' Amerlcan-Canadlan oil stock sold 
yesterday' on the Vancouver stock 
exchange at 21. A year ago It was 
at 12. In the last year It has gone 
as high as 65, this point being reach-' 
ed when expectations of an Oil strike 
wère very high last winter.

It has been rumored lately that in­
dications of an oil strike being made 
at the well of the American-Canadian 
Oil Company at Morinville are now 
better than they have been at any­
time in the past year. The well, on 
which boring operations have been 
in progress for nearly four years, has 
now been sunk to a depth of about 
3,500 feet. For the past year boring 
operations have been proceeding slow­
ly, as the drill has been penetrating 
a hard he'd of stCne of the formation 
met with in California and other parts 
of Western America, where oil has 
been struck. This stone, directly 
beneath which oil will be found if at 
all, is extremely hard. Progress in 
boring through it has been made 
sometimes at the rate of not more 
than an inch or two a day. But 
lately the drills have struck a softer 
layer of the rock and now penetrate 
as much as a foot in a day. From 
the first this stone showed traces of 
oil, but lately, it is unofficially re­
ported, since the softer layer has been 
struck, the material brought to the 
surface has fairly oozed oil. When 
this oil rock-sponge has been pene­
trated, it Is believed that the real oil 
bed will be found beneath. It seems
