•Mighty seldom, I reckon.
Strange, is It not, that while women 

frantically offer all sorts of lotions 
and potions, their last dime and dol­
lar, and sometimes even their health, 
upon the altar of the fickle goddess of 
beauty, they will not even give a lit­
tle time and thought to possessing that 
charm which many people rate quite 
as high as physical loveliness—an 
attractive voice?

Of course you understand that by 
an attractive voice I do not mean a 
good singing voice—merely an agree­
able speaking voice.

Such a voice should be, in the first 
place, properly placed. It should 
come from the chest and throat and 
never from the head. About one-half 
of the American women. I believe, j 
speak most of the time from the 
bead.

In the second place, if it is to be 
musical, a voice should be well modu­
lated—not always harping on the

same note, but using now one note 
and now another. It is the lack .of 
-this change of pitch that makes read­
ing aloud so often monotonous, and, 
of course, it has the same effect upon1 

conversation, although one notices it 
more in the steady reading.

In the third place a good voice is 
always free from any note of com­
plaint, or frettiness or nervousness. 
There are some people whose conver­
sation is disagreeable and wearying 
to listen to, no matter what they say, 
because of the continual note of com­
plaint or nervousness in their voices.

Again, though a voice should be low 
pitched, that does not mean that it 
should be so low and have so little 
breath behind It as to be with diffi­
culty audible.- When Shakespeare set 
his seal of approval on a womans 
voice which was "soft, gentle, ■ and 
low,” 1 am sure he did not mean the 
indistinct half whisper which some 
women affect. I have known women 
who used so little energy fn speaking 
that listening to them was a constant 

| strain. This is what I call a posi- 
| lively selfish habit, for by doing so 
j they forced their listeners to supply,
! in mental and aural activity, the en­

ergy they failed to use. Indeed, 1 
think that vitality and- heartiness are 
indispensible qualities in a really 
pleasing voice. No matter how 
carefully placed and modulated a 
voice may be it is not thoroughly 
agreeable if it lacks these qualities 

if many women spent the time they 
employ rubbing absolutely futile lo­
tions into themselves, giving their 
finger nails that ridiculously artificial 
polish and pinning and unpinning ela­
borate rats and puffs, in listening to 
and trying to improve their voices, 1

j think they would accomplish more to­
wards increasing their 
they now do.

Confessed 
to Knowledge 

of Dynamiting
tfce-'tkmuldeut of frait Workers Stiffs

He Discussed 'Hieni With J. J. Mc­
Namara—Corroborates McManlgul.

. Los Angeles, Jan. 2.—The sudden 
edi lapse of _ Eugene A. Clancy, Vice- 
President of the International Unipn 
of Structural Iron Workers, during a 
conference with Oscar Lawler, spe­
cial United States prosecutor in the 
dynamite conspiracy investigation, on 
Dec. 20, was explained to-day by a 
statement given out by an official high 
in federal legal circles here.

Detective McLaren, of the Burns 
detective agency, and Orte Mc.Mani- 
gal, confessed dynamiter, were wit­
nesses to the dramatic meeting, and 
the presence of MoMauigal, with the 
facts fired at the San Francisco union 
leader, broke his nerve and brought 
about the confession showing the con­
nection of some of the "higher ups” 
with the dynamite conspiracy. The 
following admissions were made by 
Clancy, according to the official who 
made the information public to-day:

That he (Clancy) met J. B. McNa­
mara by appointment -in Seattle in 
August, 1910.

That J. B. McNamara informed him 
’that he w’ould use the name of J. B. 
Bryce in California jobs.

That J. B. McNamara had told him 
that he had been sent to California 
to spend six weeks in blowing up 
"scab" jobs.

That he knew -that J. B. McNamara 
was the brother of J. J. McNamara 
because he had met him in Cleveland 
several years ago.

That he had discussed with J. J. 
McNamara prior to the dynamiting of 
the Los Angeles newspaper plant the 
dynamite plans.

That ho had met Ortie McMani- 
gal on several occasions and discussed 
plans with him following the dyna­
miting of the Llewellyn Iron Works 
in Ivos Angeles.

That he had talked with J. B. Mc­
Namara in regard to the Lyons build­
ing in Seattle.

He had involved through his con­
fession not only the three leaders in­
dicted jointly with him, but gave in­
formation which, if coroborated, may 
result in the returning of additional 
(rue bills charging the same crime.

These are only the high lights of r 
more detailed statement made by 
Clancy, who was formerly a member 
of the Executive Board of the Inter­
national Association of Bridge and 
Structural Iron Workers.

Detective .McLaren at first declined 
to discuss the matter, but later con- 
imied fully the items of the Clancy 
onfession set forth above. It is fur- 
her learned that the admission ol 

Clancy, together with portions he 
made which involve other persons, art 
in the hands of Special Prosecutoi 
Lawler and District Attorhey Freder 
leks, who are now on their way East 
and that these admissions will form 
am important part of the evidence thaï 
Lawler will place in the hapds of IT 
■5. Attorney Miller and the fédéra" 
grand jury in Indianapolis.

On the day the confession was ch­
ained Clancy, hardly able to stand 
>ven with the support of his nurses 
mtered the office of the governmenl 
irosecutor and was brought face t< 
face with Ortie Mc.Manigai. This sud- 
len meeting apparently unnerved 
Clancy, and the knowledge that Me- 
Manigal could hear what he said and 
:he [jointed questions of officials 
showing plainly the evidence involv­
ing him are understood to have loos­
ened his tongue. When he had finish­
ed his statement Clancy had an attack 
of heart, trouble and was immediately 
placed under the care of a physician 
at the Hotel Sherman, where he was 
stopping. Later he was granted per­
mission by the government officials to 
go to San Francisco in the custody of 
a United States deputy marshal.

Big Sum Used In the United States to 
Combat the -Ravages of the White 
Plague.
New York, Jen. 1.—The sum of $14,- 

500,000 was spent during the year 
1911 throughout the country in the 
war against tuberculosis, according to 
a statement issued to-night by the na­
tional association for the study and/ 
prevention of tuberculosis. This large 
sum is probably the satoe as last 
year’s total, but^the percentage of 
public money, such as received from 
federal, state, city or county funds, 
which is 66 per cent for 1011, shows 
a marked increase over the percent­
age of public money appropriated in 
1910.

Of the total sum spent in the war 
last year, $11,800,000 went directly 
towards the treatment of consump­
tives in sanitariums and hospitals, 
and the remainder to anti-tubercul­
osis associations, dispensaries, oiien- 
air schools, boards of health and oth­
er agencies.

Advantages of Gas.
But the advantages of gas over the 

old-fashioned way of conducting do­
mestic affairs is by no means confined 
to cooking. If, instead of gently pul­
ling that magic chain, which turns on 
the bright incandescent light, one had 
first to have ordered and taken in oil. 
polished the pedestal of the oil lamp, 
cleaned the glass chimney, trimmed 
the wicks, filled the bowl With oil, 
one might cry out about the difficulty 
of doing the day’s work, and the 
dreadful dearth of really reliable do­
mestic servants. Geysers in a bath­
room avoid all the disappointment of 
finding that the water is only tepid 
instead of being boiling hot, because» 
the kitchen fire has been allowed to 
burn low after the cooking for Ae day 
is over. With a geyser all thsgtrouble 
of stoking and building up the fire, 
and keeping it at a certain height are 
unnecessary, one strike of the match 
applied to the burners is absolutely aH 
that is needed for the attainment of a 
hot bath, and the water heats with 
great rapidity. Where there are"young 
children, it is often of untold import­
ance to have ready to hand the means 
of giving a hot bath in caes of sudden 
illness; so this is another point in fa­
vour of substituting gas for the old 
method of heating, cooking &c. Dur­
ing the winter months gas fires also 
play a prominent part in lessening the 
labours of the housewife. It is sat­
isfactory, after having been out for 
some hours, to be able, on returning 
home, to get all the benefit of a cheer­
ful fire in an incredibly short space 
of time, without waiting whilst the 
wood splutters, and the coal frequently 
refuses to kindle. When unexpected 
visitors arrive, it is so easy, whilst dis­
cussing the cheering cup, to set a 
match to the gas fire in the drawing 
room, and the temperature of that 
apartment having risen to a desirable 
height, the evening can be pleasantly 
passed in the enjoyment of music, for 
it is here that the planer usually finds 
i home.

By using the gas ring at the top of 
the cooker, a plentiful supply of hot. 
water can be obtained for washing 
dishes, dusters and cloths; further, by 
obtaining flexible piping, the ever-use­
ful gas-heated iron is at your service. 
But, it may be urged, is not all this 
gas rather an expensive item? Pro­
perly used, most decidely No! for, 
without Its aid, assistance in the 
housework would in many cases, be 
absolutely indispensable.

In conclusion, it must be said that 
to abstain from the use of what is 
such an important factor in the "light­
ening of domestic drudgery is, to say 
the least of it, being a penny wise and 
a pound foolish. _________
