His Grace Arch­
bishop Roche’s Visit

TO THE ANCIENT CAPITAL.
If there is one thing more than an­

other that Newfoundland Catholics 
excel in, it is the great respect shown 
to the clergy of their church. This 
was proved in a marked degree on 
Saturday last on the occasion of the 
first visit of the Rt. Rev. E. P. Roche 
since his elevation to the Archieopis- 
copal See of St. John’s. When the 
train arrived at Dunville every man, 
woman and child was at the station 
and showed their joy by hearty cheers 
for His Grace and accompanying 
clergy. The station was nicely de­
corated with fir boughs »and wiiA 
flowers, strings of bunting spanned! 
the track, and flew from every tr, * 
top. while large mottoes of ferns and 
wild roses placed beside the track en­
hanced the beauty of the silvan scene.

When His Grace and suite detrain­
ed at Jersey Side, the whole popula­
tion Including the Star of the Sea in 
full regalia were there to greet him. 
After three lusty cheers and a tiger 
had been given for His Grace and 
suite the great concourse ol people, 
the largest ever seen in Placentia, 
wended its way to the Presbytery 
lieaded by the Star Band discoursing 
appropriate airs. To add to tlie 
splendid natural scenery an avenue 
of trees of a uniform size and height 
had been planted on either side of the 
road from the station to the slip, and 
again from the ferry wharf on the 
town side almost to the Presbytery, 
thus testifying that the people 
thought nothing too much trouble to 
do. Innumerable flags floated ’ from 
every house and flagstaff, and beauti­
ful arches with appropriate mottoes 
spanned the streets in many places. 
Near His Grace’s former home was a 
beautiful arch in the centre of which 
"was a miniature -house, and beneath 
it was the inscription; “We come to 
the old home,” and on the opposite 
side of the arch : “Home, Sweet 
Home” in Latin was written.

On Sunday Pontifical High Mass 
was celebrated, the celebrant being 
Monsignor St. John with Fathers Ma­
her and Flaherty, as Deacon and Sub- 
Deacon, respectively; Father Sheehan 
was Master of Ceremonies while 
Fathers McGrath and Vereker assist­
ed at the Throne.

After Mass the Citizens’ Address 
with purse, and the address of the 
Star of the Sea were presented. The 
former was read by Magistrate O’ 
Reilly and the latter by W. J Walsh, 
President of the Star of the Sea. His 
Grace replied in chaste ami beautiful 
language thanking the people for I lie 
magnificent reception accorded him 
and for their loyalty and devotion to 
the grand old Catholic Church. l-i 
his address which was remarkable for 
its purity of style, grandeur of diction, 
and clear enunciation, he referred to 
the landing of the saintly I'm hop of 
Quebec, St. Vailier, on the shores of 
Placentia over two hundred years ago. 
and establishing here the nucleus of 
that Church which has continued to 
flourish to the present day. A large 
Basque population then occupied the 
place, and though historical vicissi­
tudes broke for a while the continuity 
of events, yet it may bo said that the 
spark of faith then enkio tied has 
never been extinguished. He referred 
to the modern tendency of (he world 
to material issue, and the scouting ol 
things supernatural and spiritual, lie 
trusted that the people of the Ancient 
Capital would never tend towards ilie 
material, and exhorted them to culti­
vate thise ideals of Catholicity and 
patriotism which our forefathers 
cherished and fostered.

He ai so referred to the mark" 1 
progress Placentia had made since 
his last visit and complimented our 
esteemed Parish Priest, lit. Rev. Mon­
signor Reardon on the great work 
performed since his advent to the par­
ish, the beautifying of the church ex­
teriority and interiorly, the mention of 
the Nuns’ Chapel, the establishing -if 
schools in the suburbs as well as 
the boys academy were mute testi­
monies of his zeal for the honour a id 
glory of God and the cause ol cduca 
tion.

At seven o'clock Pontifical Ves­
pers and Benediction of die Blessed 
Sacrament took place when the 
Church was full to its utmost capa­
city.

At eight o’clock His Grace motored 
through the town to view the illu­
minât ions and pyrotechnic disphiv. 
Bonfires blazed from Daily, Castle 
Hill, Jersey Side and Power’s Cut ; 
rockets shot into the sky in all di­
rections and almost every house was 
literally ablaze with lights. When 
everyone did so much to honor Arch­
bishop Roche it may he invidious to 
particularize, hut the artistic and 
elaborate decorations and brilliant 
illuminations of Magistrate O’Reilly s. 
Messrs. Ryan and Bonia’s residences 
deserve special mention.

The Sacrament of Confirmation was 
administered yesterday to a large 
number of children, before which Ilia 
Grace impressed on the applicants 1 he 
obligations which were now expected 
OL' them, and discoursed a most elo­
quent and befitting sermon to all 
present.

Your Boys and Girls.
No garment should bind or restrict 

the chest of your girl. The ribs, es­
pecially in youth, arc very elastic, 
and much of the development of the 
lungs depends upon their flexibility.
