Mesopotamia—After securing Sak- 
altutan on Dec. 4th, the Turks were 
pursued as far as the village of Kara 
Terer, about 25 miles north of Deli 
Abbas, to which the enemy was driv­
en on the 5th after a sharp engage­
ment.
