’ The Churches of Asia kept it on the third day, after the four­
teenth day of the month Nisan, as the actual day of our Lord’s 
Resurrection, and on whatever day of the week that might hap­
pen to fall, while the Western Churches always observed it on 
the Sunday following the actual day. The Council of Nicaea 
(325) settled the dispute by making a decree that the feast 
should be the first day of the week. And it .was entrusted to the 
Patriarch of Alexandria, the great seat of astronomical learning 
of the time, to have the proper day calculated, and to notify it to 
the other principal Churches, and so it was subsequently fixed and 
decreed that Easter Day should always be the finst Sunday after 
the full moon, which happens upon, or next after, the twenty- 
first day of March ; and if the full moon happens upon a Sunday,
Easter Day is the Sunday after.

Vessel Founders.
GORDON M. HOLLETT SINKS OFF 

CAPE BACK.

Yesterday the achr. Gordon M. Hoi 
lett, 65 days out from Cadiz, bound 
to Burin with a load of salt, was 
abandoned, and sank off Cape Race. 
The crew were taken off by 8. S. 
Sable I. According to members of the 
ship’s crew the Sable I sighted the 
schooner at 11 -o’clock yesterday 
morning, when about 3» miles off 
Cape Race. The vetoel was flying dis­
tress signals, and the Bable I. bore 
down on her. Capt. M. Brown of the 
Hollett reported that be was short of 
food and coal, and that the vessel had 
received a good deal of damage aft 
through contact with the lee. He ask­
ed to be given a tow. Provisions and 
coal were put on board and a tow line 
was attached. The weather was very 
stormy and about T p.m. the line part­
ed. When the Sable manoeuvred near 
to pick up the broken llpes the cap­
tain reported that the vessel was
