London, June 26.—The Bill for the 
regulation of Public Worship has passed 
the House of Lords.

It is now stated that the meeting of 
the Brussels Congress on International 
Law will take place.

Paris, June 25.—La Liberté says that 
after the budget has been voted, Pre­
sident MacMahon will recommend that 
the Assembly confer upon him the power 
of dissolving it, and then adjourn.

New York, June 26.—^The case of po­
lice commissioners Gardiner and Char- 
lick for violation of the, election laws 
last fell,'causes a great sensation, and is 
the principle topic of comment in the 
morning papers. The violation of the 
election laws of which they are found 
guilty was a technical one in not giving 
notice to an inspector before removing 
him. The offense is legally a misdea- 
meaner, and the penalty, a fine, or im­
prisonment one year, one or both, in 
discretion ol court. A motion in arrest 
of judgment has been made.
