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THE ARTHURIAN STORY.

Prof. Sylzes Opens tho Serles of Literary
Lectures Under Western
University Auspices.

The series of literary lectures under
the auspices of the Western University
began very auspiciously Saturday even-
ing in Cronyn Hall. Both in quantity
and quality the audience must have
been very gratifying to the promoters
and to the lecturer of the‘evening, Mr.
Frederick W. Sykes, M.A., Ph.D,, the
talented professor of English at the
Western. His subject, “Tennyson and
the Arthurian Story,” is the chetf
d’oeuvre of the English course at the
University this year, and the profes-
sor's lecture was particularly interest-
ing and instructive to his pupils.

The Bishop of Huron, who presided,
introduced Prof. Sykes in eulogistic
terms. He pointed out that it was with
a great deal of anxiety and deliberation
that they ventured to establish the
arts course, but it had succeeded be-
yond their utmost expectations, and
there was every prospect of increasing
prosperity.

Prof. Sykes, in opening, said that in
view of its influence on all forms of
art. the Arthurian period was entitled
to be regarded as one of the most po-
tent in British history. The lecturer
then went exhaustively into the genesis
of the Arthurian story, tracing its kirth
eight centuries ago to the period when
it emerged from the twilight of legend
to the noonday of historical fact. No
century had since passed without the
poets fec the spell of Arthur’s
name. Tennyson was one of the latest,
though not the least, of the great court
minstrels who had handed down the
harp from . age to age since that time
when ladies in bower and knights in
hall heard it played by wandering min-

turies, but others held that there was
a kernel of 1 oric truth embedded in
this mass of legend. It was said that
Arthur lived in Wa and died fight-
ing against the English at Camelot.
Mallory glorified him poetically 400
yvears ago, and during the long period
from Mallory to Tennyson the current
of Arthurian legend had never ceased
to run, though sometimes only a trick-
ling stream. Spencer drew the story of

is “Faerle Queene” from this legend.
Shakespeare, interested in the newer
Italian romances, and in the deeper
problems of the human mind, put the
stories aside as old wives’ fables, and
only twice did he refer to them. Mil-
ton, in his youth, planned an epic poem
of Arthur, but his genius carried him
to a nobler theme. Why all this hub-
bub about the Arthurian legend in the
nineteenth century? Because there had
been a return to mediaevalism for
themes, influence and spirit (the lec-
turer cited Scott, Coleridge, and other
moderns in support of the coatention);
but to Tennyson was largely owing the
inspiration on this theme among nine-
teenth century poets. Prof. Sykes’
concluding position was devoted to an
interesting analysis of Tennyson’s noble

Death of I'r. William F. Harper, Ex=
Manager of the erchants’ Bank.

A Remarkable Business Career—Nearly
Sixty Years in Active Service.

Mr. Wm. F. Harper died yesterday
morning at his residence, 504 Colborne
street, this city.

Mr. Harper was one of the oldest
members of the banking business in
Canada. His record of 58 years of ac-
tive and continuous service is perhaps
unparalleled in the Dominion, and is
certainly remarkable.

Mr. Harper was born in 1821 in Liver-
pool, England, and was the son of Capt.
Harper, R.N. As eally as 1837,
at Kingston, Ont., he entered the
Commercial Bank of Canada, of
which his wuncle, F. A. Harper, was
founder. When the Commercial Bank
was merged into the Merchants’, Mr.
Harper continued with the latter. Dur-
ing his long banking career he was 45
years a manager, 28 of which were
spent in London. He came here from
New York in 1868, and succeeded his
brother, who had held the post since
1854, so that for 42 years the bank was
under the management of members of
the Harper family. Owing to ill-
health and advanced Yyears, the de-
ceased, about a year ago, severed his
long connection with the bank and re-
tired into private life and well-earned
repose. He had been periodically ill,but
took a serious turn on Sunday, March
15, and sank gradually until the end.

Mr. Harper’s business ability was at-
tested by the life-long confidence re-
posed in him by his employers to whose
interests his talents and ripe experi-
ente were faithfully devoted. He was a
member of the Roman Catholie Church,
and the funeral services will be con-
ducted at St. Peter’s Cathedral tomor-
row morning.

Mr. Harper leaves a wife and a large
family, among his sons and daughters
being Mr. Fred F. Harper, barrister,
city; Mr. C. G. Harper, accountant in
the Merchants’ Bank, Perth, Ont.; Mr.
E. J. Harper, of Chicago; Harold, at
home; Mrs. Cruickshank and Mrs. 3
D. LeBel, of London; Mrs. P. F. Har-
per, of New York, and Misses Edith
and Emily at home.
