AT THE AUDITORIUM.
About 300 people gathered at the Au­

ditorium yesterday afternoon, where a 
most enthusiastic temperance meeting 
was held, under the auspices of the 
London Plebiscite Association in the 
interest of prohibition. Rev. Dr. Smith, 
of the First Methodist Church, pre­
sided, and in a few brief remarks in­
troduced Mr. Joseph Gibson, postmas­
ter, of lngersoll, one of the best known 
temperance advocates in Ontario, who 
came to the city Saturday for tfie 
special purpose of delivering an ad­
dress on the question of prohibition. 
The speaker, in his introductory re­
marks, spoke of the responsibility he 
felt, and of the responsibility which 
rested upon the shoulders of every true 
man. It was, he said, an opportunity 
that occurred only once in a lifetime, 
and if intelligent men did not accept 
this chance of placing themselves on 
record as opposed to a rampant evil, 
they would likely regret it. He had 
no personal enmity against the man 
who sold liquor, for he had been born 
in a hotel, and his father for years was 
a saloon keeper. The real liquor ven­
dors of this country were the electors 
themselves, and if they were opposed 
to the sale of liquor they should not 
license the business. Mr. Gibson point­
ed out that it had been admitted to be 
an evil, and quoted Bishop Dumoulin,of 
Hamilton, who was opposed to prohi­
bition, because he (the bishop) claim­
ed the measure was against constitu­
tional rights, and the liberty of the in­
dividual. The speaker gave examples 
of the evils of the traffic, citing the 
case of two small boys who procured a 
bottle of whisky with which to cele­
brate a holiday in the woods, one of 
whom was the next day found dead in 
a fence corner, having died from its 
effects. As a proof that it was an evil 
4,000 persons had passed through the 
police court at Toronto last year, and 
three-fourths of these were drunks. 
The best proof of all was that the gov­
ernment of this Dominion was willing 
to expend a quarter of a million dol­
lars to ascertain the feeling of the peo­
ple on the question of abolishing the 
evil altogether.

Mr. Gibson quoted Sir Oliver Mowat 
as saying that four-fifths of the evils 
of the present day were the results of 
the liquor traffic, and because of his

opposition to It thousands of the fol­
lowers of Sir John Macdonald had for 
years supported him. He took up 
Principal Grant’s argument that pro­
hibition was a direct attack upon per­
sonal liberty, and met it with the 
statement that the limit of any man’s 
rights ends when they involve the pos­
sible ruin of his neighbor. He chal­
lenged any man to put his finger on 
a sanitary law on the statute book 
that did not restrict personal liberty. 
Principal Grant had said that if the 
people were wise in their day and gen­
eration they would cling to their good 
license law, and not plunge into the 
uncertainty of prohibition. Mr. Gib­
son took up the license law, and the re­
striction placed upon license holders. 
If the sale of liquor was a good thing, 
why close the saloon on election day? 
If liquor was such a physical invigor- 
ator, intellect sharpener, etc., it was 
truly a wonder that voters did not 
take It in double quantities on election 
day.

Mr. Gibson, in speaking of the mat­
ter from a protective standpoint, said 
the strong must protect the weak,even 
if that entailed the removal of the 
temptation. The average wage of the 
laboring man was one dollar, and out 
of this pittance no one had anything 
to spend in liquor after providing for 
the family. Principal Grant had said 
there was something in human nature 
that rebelled against coercion and ex­
cited an Increased desire to have that 
which It w@.s sought to prohibit. He 
wondered if Principal Grant governed 
the University at Kingston on those 
principles.

The Scott Act, which people had 
deemed a failure, was taken up. Dur­
ing the regime of the Scott Act the 
effect upon the community was re­
markable. He quoted from the report 
of the inspector of prisons for 1886 to 
show that in ten counties where the 
Scott Act was In force in 1886 there 
were 81 committals for crime as 
against 211 in 1884. In 14 counties in 
Eastern Ontario, under the protection 
of the Scott Act for one year, criminal 
cases were reduced from 508 to 201. In 
1SS6 there were about 1,000,000 people 
living under the protection of the 
license law, and about 1,000,000 under 
the protection of the Scott Act. Among 
the million under the license law 7,923 
were committed for crimes of all kinds, 
and among the million under the Scott 
Act -ommittals for crime numbered 
only 1,940. During the rule of the Scott 
Act 1,342,989 gallons less whiskey were 
taken out of bonded warehouses. In 
conclusion he asked his hearers to be 
respectful to the Government, and 
hoped they would vote “yea” on Sept. 
29. To his Conservative friends he 
would say, without any political bias 
whatever, that if everything a boy or 
young man wore should be protected, 
why should not his body and soul be 
protected also?

THE SOUTH LONDON GATHERING
Ameetingin the interests of prohibi- 

bition was held yesterday afternoon in 
the grove at Maryboro Place, South 
London, where the audience stood un­
der the strees and listened to ad­
dresses by Rev. Richard Hobbs and 

; Mr. Fred Daly. After singing “All 
j Hail the Power of Jesu’s Name,” and 

an earnest 'prayer by Mr. Grigg, of 
South London, who filled the position 
of chairman, Mr. Fred Daly was called 
upon to speak. The speakers stood on 
the trunk of a tree while delivering 
their addresses, which in this respect 
at least might be called “stump 
speeches.”

Mr. Daly, in prefacing his remarks, 
said that liquor had been the subject 
of legislation for some 300 or 400 years. 
Some of this legislation had been use­
ful and some very detrimental. He 
had been in London some 10 years and 
could not count two saloon men who 
had given up their calling by seeing 
the evil of their ways. Nine out or 
every ten persons regarded the liquor 
traffic as

A GIGANTIC EVIL 
and no one dared deny that it was so. 
It was the direct cause of pauperism, 
murder, and a large portion of all 
crime. Yet a large number of persons 
who believed it to be an evil throw 
cold water on the efforts of those work­
ing for the abolition of this curse. 
They had advanced greatly in the last 
60 years, a fact due in a large part 
to the many temperance organizations 
and societies which had all along been 
engaged in the distribution of tem­
perance literature. *'We went to the 
Dominion Government recently with

British liberty! There are about forty 
British subjects selling liquor in this 
city today. Suppose I ask for a li­
cense tomorrow, will it be granted? 
’No,’ would be the answer. Why have 
they an advantage over me? Ail I 
want Is for those forty to be equal 
with the rest of us, and not have pri­
vileges that Rev. Richard Hobbs can­
not have. (Applause.) You have either 
got to be on one side or the other. If 
you don’t vote for prohibition, you vote 
against it.” In conclusion, Mr. Hobbs 
said: “You now have a chance to vote 
this curse cut of existence, and see 
that you do it.”

Rev.Mr.Hobbs also addressed a large 
assemblage in the West London Meth­
odist Church eârlier in the afternoon. 
MRS. THORNLEY AT EGERTON 

MISSION.
Mrs. Thornley addressed a large 

gathering in the Egerton Street Bap­
tist Mission last evening, taking her 
theme from Acts iv., 18, 19. In opening 
the speaker said that people had to 
stand for the truth whether it was 
pleasant or not, and that was what all 
temperance people should do—come 
right out and not be ashamed to show 
themselves in the ranks of this great 
army of workers for the blotting out 
of the liquor curse from our land. 
There were many obstacles, such as the 
timidity of business people, want of 
knowledge and the indifference of so 
many, and lastly the way the liquor 
men were working both ends of poli­
tics for their own purposes. “They are 
telling the Reformers," said Mrs. 
Thornley, “that the Conservatives are 
trying to put Laurier in a hole by vot­
ing for prohibition, and the telling the 
Conservatives that it is a Reform 
dodge to win votes. Let everyone 
present tonight use their influence in 
this great matter. Pray for the suc­
cess of the plebiscite. The silent tem­
perance man of today is only doing 
half his duty. A man should not only 
do right, but should influence and help 
others. The prospects for success of 
the temperance cause were never 
brighter than they are at present, and 
we will surely triumph if the Church of 
God does its duty.” Everyone, the 
speaker said, knew of the evil of this 
terrible traffic, and the crime and 
misery it caused. Then why not blot 
it out and save thousands from filling 
drunkards’ graves? The failure of the 
church to unitedly antagonize the 
liquor traffic is largely responsible for 
its present existence. If the church 
was working unitedly, this traffic would 
soon be blotted out for ever. The 
church is doing a good work, but unit­
edly the work would be much grander 
than at present.

In closing, Mrs. Thornley called upon 
those present to vote for prohibition 
on the 29th, and to influence all with 
whom they came in contact.

Mrs. Thornley also spoke to the Ade­
laide street Baptist Sunday school in 
the afternoon, and gave a striking ad­
dress on the evils of the drinking 
habit. IThe scholars showed deep 
interest.

This 
ie the great moral question of the 
day. Never before was the temperance 
organization so complete nor its claims 
more strongly presented.” Mr. Daly 
closed by predicting that in the com­
ing plebiscite prohibition would carry 
by a vote of two to one.

Rev. Richard Hobbs was the next 
speaker.

He opened by telling of the distribu­
tion of a printed card by the liquor 
men, with ten questions and answers, 
why people should not vote for pro­
hibition. One had been left at his 
door. Some of the answers, the speaker 
said, were utterly false, and when peo­
ple saw into those lies it would act 
against. Instead of for the opponents 
of prohibition. The papers had pub­
lished, and the liquor men had dis­
tributed, Prof. Goldwln Smith’s great 
article on prohibition. “That gentleman 
cannot see things in their true light 
in this great question, and is not a safe 
man to follow,” said the reverend 
speaker. “Some days ago a beautiful 
tract was left at my door. This tract 
contained the speech of the Hon. Jos­
eph Howe, delivered against prohibi­
tion. Those who read this address were 
carried away with its eloquence. Can 
you, as sensible people, be allured by 
this? Take, for instance, some of his 
arguments: He says water is a good 
thing—I didn’t think our opponents 
would agree to this—(laughter)—but 
thousands of people are destroyed as 
well as property by it, and asks us if 
we would have it abolished because ot 
this. Then he says the same of fire, 
which ravages many homes and de­
stroys many people. Further, he says, 
women ruin many men, and he asks 
if we would have women abolished. 
Mr. Howe places all in analogy with 
the great liquor curse, to which they 
bear no comparison whatever. His 
statements are absurd. Think of it, to 
put sweet and blooming mothers and 
daughters alongside this terrible liquor 
line, which sends thousands of drunk­
ards to the grave! Hon. Joseph Howe 
actually dared to say that wine was a 
part of, and had come down with the 
human family. If I had been present 
when he made that statement I would 
have shot him! (Sensation.) Learned 
men, like Prof. Grant, Prof. Goldwin 
Smith, and others, use Bible sayings 
against prohibition. They must know 
that the Bible does not sanction strong 
drink, because there are 71 passages in 
the Divine Book prohibiting the use of 
wine. This should surely answer the 
wine question, which we hear so much 
talked about at present. I could pre­
sent statements that would make your 
hair stand on end, regarding this curse, 
and you see enough of it right here in 
London that should make you cast 
your vote for prohibition on the 29th. 
On that little card, with its ten quesr 
tions and answers, it was stated that 
prohibition would take away British 
liberty. Oh. these poor fools to talk ot

gregatlon may long remain unbroken.”
The resolution was carried unani­

mously by a standing vote, after fur­
ther remarks from Messrs. Henderson, 
Coon, Greenlees and John Cameron.

A large deputation was appointed 
and proceeded at once to Rev. Mr. 
Clark’s residence, where the resolution 
was presented to him. Mr. Clark will 
give his decision on Sunday next, at 
the morning service.

The Presbyterian Review of last 
week contains a sketch of Mr. Clark, 
which begins by saying: “The Rev. W. 
J. Clark, of First Church, London, 
stands easily among the first ef younger 
Canadian preachers.”
