That ln Friday’s demonstra­
tion they had no other purpose than 
respectfully to protest against an un­
called for outrage and a gratuitous 
insult to their university. That they 
acted deliberately on that occasion, 
and under no foreign influence. That 
on the route of the procession they 
frequently manifested their feelings of 
loyalty to the British crown and did 
nothing that could justify the action 
of the Star in crediting them with the 
harmful intents it did. That the Brit­
ish flag, instead of being kept in the 
rear, as the Star insinuated, was, on 
the contrary, at the head of the pro­
cession, carried by four students, side 
by side with the university banner. 
That the Laval students express their 
regret and strong condemnation of the 
slurring attitude and outrageous fan­
aticism of the Star.”

Expected a Flank Attack From the 
North, But It Came From the South 
—The Free State Capital Expose.

{Special Cables to Toronto Globe.]
London, March 8—1 a.m.—Lord Rob­

erts’ second turning movement was a 
simple but effective tactical maneuver. 
The Boer forces were holding a double 
entrenched position, about fifteen miles 
in length, north and south of the Mod- 
der River. Lord Roberts does not ex­
plain his own strategy in his bulletin, 
but it can be inferred from the press 
dispatches which have already appear­
ed that he stationed one division north 
of the liver and two divisions south of 
it, and then posted Gen. French, with 
three cavalry brigades at the end of his 
own line northward, and ordered him 
to make a reconnoissance in force. He 
created in this way the impression that 
he would turn me enemy’s position 
northward, because wherever Gen. 
French’s brigades were massed a flank­
ing movement might be expected. He 
then brought Gen. French’s brigades 
around to the opposite end of the line 
and turned the enemy’s position south­
ward, enabling Gen. Kelly-Kenny’s 
division to advance without opposition. 
THE ENEMY OUT-MANEUVERED.

The Boer forces at once retreated 
northward and eastward, followed by 
the sixth division and Gen. French s 
brigades. The Boer commanders evi­
dently had expected a Hank attack 
from the north, whereas it was deliv­
ered from the south, and in their re­
treat -they have exposed Bloemfontein, 
which is now open to Lord Roberts’ 
advance. The Boers were again out- 
maneuvered by being attacked on the 
flank, where they were not expecting 
the blow to be delivered, and their 
communications with Bloemfontein 
weer threatened.
WAT TO BLOEMFONTEIN OPEN.

The casualties were light on the 
British side, being reported at 50 in 
Lord Roberts’ second dispatch, but the 
moral effect of this fresh demonstration 
of superior generalship and mobility 
will be great. The occupation of Bloem­
fontein is likely to follow this brilliant 
turning movement, by which the enemy 
was routed without a battle, as the 
Boer forces will not be able to make 
another stand in defense of the Free 
State capital.

ROBERTS IS ADROIT.
An interesting feature of Lord Rob­

erts' two bulletins is his reference to 
the Guards Brigade, which is now at 
the front with the bulk of the army, 
but without Lord Methuen. That com­
mander has been left behind at Kim­
berley, where he is acting as adminis­
trator of the district. Lord Roberts, 
after superseding him himself at Mod- 
der 'River station, has made a tem­
porary appointment for him and taken 
him out of the fighting line. It was 
an adroit solution of a difficult ques­
tion, and the sensitiveness of the privi­
leged corps of the army has been re­
spected.
