A Bas Le Bookies.
The pari-mutuel will be generally 

adopted throughout Canada this year. 
It will dispense with that pestilent 
omnivorous animal, the bookmaker, 
who has neither bowels of compune- 
tion nor respect for the laws of his 
country. To add to the disrepute of 
his reputation he is frequently an 
alien by birth, although of recent 
years his tribe has locally become 
somewhat numerous and unwarrant­
ably aggressive. However, with the 
coming of the totalisator or mutuel 
machine his doom is settled. This sug- 
gests a query as to why the machines 
are being generally purchased in the 
States, when they could be had half 
as cheap in France and of up-to-date 
pattern. The system is practically in 
its Infancy In the States, although 
years ago it was used to some extent 
even in Toronto and by our neigh­
bors. but In France it has reached its 
maturity in every sense.
