The Losses Since February Will
Exceed $100,000, Say

Toledo, Oct. 22.—Detroit and Toledo
detectives and local police today made
eight arrests, obtained several con-
fesslons, and recovered part of loot
valued at $100,000, stolen from local
freight houses and cars of the Lake
Shore, Pennsylvania, Big Four and
Toledo and Ohio Central Railroads
since Feb, 1 last.

WARRIGE ANNOLLED
AT BRIDE'S REQUEST

Publication Was Not Made Ac-
cording to Law, Says
Judge.

[Canadian Press.]

Meontreal, Oct. 22.—Annullment of
the marriage celebrated between two
French people, Miss L. A. Dury and
Joseph Audrin, on Aug. 29, 1902, in
the Isle of Jersey, was granted yes-
terday by Judge Charbonnieu, on the
petition of the former. The Jjudge
bases his decision on the grounds of
clandestinity and because the defend-
ant was a minor,

The judge pointed out that, accord-
ing to the French law, publication of
a2 marriage must be made by an of-
ficer of the civil state of the domicile
of the parties  at the door of the city
hall, announcing the surnames, pro-
fession, <domicive and residence of
the future spouses, as well assof their
parents and further that this publi-
cation, from which no dispensation
can-be obtained, must precede a mar-
riage contracted in a forelgn country
between French subjects or between a
Frenchman and a foreigner.

The marriage in the present case
was not contracted publicly, but in a
foreign country, and was not preceded
by the necessaary .publication.
