David Lloyd George is to succeed 

Earl Kitchener as secretary of state 
for war, according to well-authenti­
cated reports current here today. It 
is understood, however, that in ac­
cepting the war secretaryship Mr. 
Lloyd George will not entirely sever 
his relations with the ministry of 
munitions.

Various successors have been sug­
gested for Lord Kitchener, including 
Lord Milner and Col. Winston Church- 
iU. The latter, returned from the front 
is again enjoying Premier Asquith's 
favor, while his quarrel with Lord 
Fisher over responsibility for the Gal­
lipoli disaster has been patched up, 
and they are again fast friends. Both 
Lord Milner and Mr. Churchill, as far 
as the cabinet is concerned, might be 
intrusted with the direction of the war 
office. Since the creation of the war 
council and the turning over of re­
sponsibility for the operations in the 
field to Gen. Robertson, chief of staff. 
Lord Kitchener’s duties had become 
entirely civil and administrative.

Public Wants Big Men.
But, unfortunately for Mr. Asquith, 

the British public demands in the suc­
cessor to Lord Kitchener a man of 
equal calibre. The people wil not be 
satisfied with the appointment of a 
mere civilian or politician to the post 
they have been accustomed to associate 
with the greatness of “K. of K."

Hence Premier Asquith, as he did in 
the munitions crisis and in the recent 
situation In Ireland, has had to turn 
to Mr. Lloyd George. He has been 
reluctant to do this for several reasons. 
In recent months the relations between 
the two men have been somewhat 
strained. The minister of munitions 
has frequently criticized Britain's share 
in the conduct of the war. In addition, 
he has been the centre, whether of his 
own knowledge or not, of an energetic 
intrigue conducted by the Northcliffe 
press, having for its object his eleva­
tion to the premiership.

At the time of the recent conscrip­
tion crisis it was frequently rumored 
that Mr. Lloyd George, owing to his 
differences with Premier Asquith, was 
on the point of resigning from the 
cabinet. With Sir Edward Carson, it 
was declared, he would head a party 
of opposition. Then Mr. Asquith capi­
tulated to conscription and the break, 
if any threatened, was averted.

An official statement announcing Mr. 
Lloyd George’s appointment Is ex­
pected by the end of the week.

BRITISH ABOUT AUSTRIANS FIGHT HARD
TO SAVE BATTERED ARMYTO LAUNCH THE
[Canadian Press. |

London, June 15.—A dispatch to the 
Daily Chronicle from Petrograd says:

"In Bukowina. the Russians are pro­
gressing with lightning rapidity, which 
is particularly astonishing, when one 
recalls the slow and stubborn fighting 
on the approaches to Czernowitz dur­
ing the December offensive last year. 
The Russians already hold the right 
bank of the Froth, from their own 
frontier up to Nepokokouts, 16 miles 
beyond Czernowitz, on the main rail­
way from the Bukowina capital to Ko- 
lomea.

A Battered Army.
As to Czernowitz itself, the Aus­

trians are defending it desperately, 
probably not. with any hope of prevent­
ing the Russian entry, but. in order to 
gain rime to secure the retirement, of 
their terribly battered army. Whether 
this army can be saved seems highly 
problematical, since the Russians are 
not only advancing along the Pruth, 
but along the lower Stripa, have forced 
the Dniester at several points, have 
taken the important bridgehead at 
Zaleszczyky, and advanced along the 
Zaleszczyky-Kolomea Railway as far as 
Horodenka, 23 miles from Kolomea. 
Even now Gen. Pflanzer’s Bukowina 
army apparently is cut off from the 
main Austrian army in Galicia, and 
the only way of retreat open is down

through Bukowina and over the high 
Carpathians.

Forcing Germans Back.
In Volhynia the Russians are not 

rushing on with such amazing speed as 
in Bukowina, but are making steady 

|and rapid progress. Forcing back the 
Germans, they have advanced from 
Rojistche to the river, 20 miles from 
Kovel, which is the junction of the 
railways leading to Brest and Cholm, 
and serves as the main link between 
the Austrian and German fronts in 
Russia. In view of the great import­
ance of Kovel the Germans are defend- 
ing it with energy, and there is fierce 
fighting due west of Lutsk.

On the road tn Vladimir, Volynski, 
the Russians have advanced as far as 
Torchin, and from Dubno they have 
swept on to Kozin and even, according 
to private report, to Radzivillov, a. 
station on the frontier of Galicia on 
the main railway to Lemberg.

Terrible Artillery Fire.
All the prisoners declare they never 

experienced such a terrible fire as that 
dealt out by the Russian artillery. Eye- 
witnesses say the smoke of the burst 
ing shells darkened the sun and made 
the work of the Austrian aeroplane^ 
impossible. No interval could be dis- 
cerned between the detonations, and 
the bombardment was one indescribable 
and deafening roar.

New York, June 15.—A special cable 

to the World from London, under yes­
terday’s date says:

Negotiations for a settlement of the 
Irish question have reached a highly 
critical stage, and there is little optim­
ism among those engaged in them.

In the first place the Ulster Union­
ists demand that the proposed settle­
ment shall be definite and final, as far 
as the exclusion of six Ulster counties 
is concerned. This attitude ff persist­
ed in, will destroy all hopes of agree­
ment, as the purely provisional, char­
acter of the proposed arrangement is 
only an offset offered to the National­
ists in Ulster and the other provinces 
for the exclusion of six Ulster coun- 
ties.

John Redmond, the Nationalist lead­
er. met the Catholic bishops of Ulster, 
and Cardinal Logue at Armagh today 
to urge acceptance of Lloyd George’s 
scheme.

Sir Edward Carson, the Ulster Union­
ist leader, was engaged at the same 
time in reasoning with his Orange fol­
lowers to induce them to accept a 
provisional scheme.

New York, J-une 15.— A Paris cable to 

the Times says: Great interest has 
been aroused here by a statement made 
by Bonar Law to the 'Matin that the 
British army, completely in accord with 
Gen. Joffre, was prepared to move 
whenever the French headquarters staff 
saw fit. The statement is accepted as a 
sufficient answer to the charge of Brit- 
ish indifference to the French losses be- 
fore Verdun. The press expresses much 
satisfaction over Bonar Law’s frank 
statement. From the outset the military 
authorities here have insisted that it 
would be playing Germany’s game for 
the British to move before the 
psychological moment, and have scout­
ed anti-British rumors as idle or mali­
cious gossip. Bonar Law’s statement 
will go far to reassure the people here.

British Are Ready.
There is reason to believe that in 

addition to the great Russian offensive 
under way against the Austrians, and 
another already begun against the Ger­
mans on the northern part of that line, 
a third is about to be launched by the 
British in the west if this last Is not 
now under way.

For weeks there have been unmistak­
able signs of a great British offensive 
impending, which would become active 
when the Germans before the British 
line had been reduced to a minimum, 
and propitious offensives had been be­
gun by the Allies in other quarters. The 
British front formerly extended from 
the Belgian front, which ends about ten 
miles north of Ypres, for 32 miles down 
to about the same distance from Arras. 
In the last week in March the British 
replaced the French as far as the Roye 
Railway, south of the Somme, and thus 
occupied a front of about 90 miles, or a

Rome, June 15—Via London.—A sur­
prise attack was made yesterday on 
Austrian positions east of Monfalcone. 
The official statement of today an­
nounces that Italians captured Austrian 
trenches after a severe engagement, 
taking several hundred prisoners and 
seven machine guns. The communica­
tion follows:

“Between the Adige and the Brenta 
Rivers yesterday there were recomnais- 
sances and intense artillery actions on 
both sides. Our artillery dispersed en­
emy columns on the march and shelled 
hostile batteries’ positions at several 
points.

The Enemy Attacks.
“Two attempted attacks by the 

enemy in the region of Novegno, made 
in the direction of Monte Giove and 
Monte Brazone, were repulsed.

"After intense artillery preparation 
yesterday evening a gallant Naples 
brigade, supported by dismounted cav­
alry detachments, in a surprise attack 
penetrated enemy lines east of Mon­
falcone. The trenches remained in 
our possession after a severe struggle. 
We captured 10 officers, 488 men and 
7 machine guns.

"Squadrons of aeroplanes bombard­
ed with excellent results the railway 
station at Muttarello, in the Lagarina 
Valley, and encampments at the junc­
tion of the Nos and Campomulo Val­
leys. on the Asiago Plateau.
