FOREIGN MISSIONS.

Boston, Dec. 13.—A summary of the 
work of Protestant foreign missions, 
made public today by Rev. Dr. E. E. 
Strong, secretary of the American 
board, shows that there are 6,003 male 
and 5,154 female missionaries, 5,286 
native laborers and 1,325,816 com­
municants at the 20,641 stations and 
out-stations.

This is an increase during the past 
year of 108,732 communicants. There 
are 901,112 persons under instruction. 
The total income of all societies in the 
United States, Canada, Great Britain 
and continental Europe Is’ $15,161,368; 
of this, the United States alone con­
tributes $7,060,701.

Secretary Strong states that the 
promise made last year by the Turkish 
government that It would give to 
American educational and religious In­
stitutions the same privileges that 
have been granted to those controlled 
by Europeans has not been fulfilled, 
and that the porte has declined also 
to fulfill the stipulation made.

Some of the land owners bave organ­

ized volunteer battalions to protect their 
property as the authorities are power­
less to afford aid, but the majority aie 
fleeing in terror.
