New  York, Sept. 9.—Edwin Hen
Harriman, America’s greatest rallro
king, is dead.

Following a variety of conflicti

lors réspecting the great financie
coudluon confirmation of the repd
of his death at 3:35 this afternpd
sent the New York Stock Ixchan;
members into a fever of exciteme
seldom’ experienced. The Exchan
had closed but prices had been flu
tuating and panicky all day owing
yersistent rumors from Arden, U}

rriman home, that the railrod
magnate was dead.

Mr. Harriman passed away ldate
the afternoon after having spent ti
night lingering between life and dea
All the members of his immediy]
family were at his bedside when t}
end came. The great financier w
pitiably weak physically and life sin
ply flickered out like a dying spark.

Private infermation of Harrima
condition leaked to/ Wall street so
after the Exchange opened this mor
ing and rumors - that the financ
'mlq Gesig s were “fellowetl Ly ~-genl
only 1o breek out afresh. The deaid
were sent from Mr. “Harriman's 4
fices and from Dr. Lyle, Mr.. Har
man's - physician who returned frg
abroad, with him and who has attex
ed him ever singe. Dr. Lyle’s denig
more or less offset the rumors ema
ating from Wall street sources s
suspicion  that something out of
ordinary had taken place during
night at Arden was aroused t}
morning when, for the first time, 1
Lyle posted a bulletin on his patie
condition. This bulletin stated t
Mr. Harriman's condition remai
unchanged. Early suspicion, hg
ever, was allayed when, at 11:10 ¢
morning, Judge Lovett returned fr
Arden with the news that Dr. Lyl
bulletin was correct and that ']
Harriman experienced no change d
ing the night.

At noon the rumors of the'fing
ciér’s death began circulating
Wall street again, and New Y{
newspapers called Arden on
'phone and made spécial inquiries.
positive denial of the Wall street
port was given and it was made cl
by members of Mr. Harrima
household that the denial could
be expressed too strongly. This
nial was made on Dr. Lyle’s auth
ity end it was promised that later
the afternoon a bulletin on Mr. B
riman's coundition would be given ¢

Death Report Thunderclap

Shortly afterwards, like a thund
clap, came the news of the financi
death.

Judge Lovett, the close persg
and business associate of Mr. Ha
man, received at -the Union Pac
the first word of the financier’s d¢
and immediately left for Arden.
Harriman is survived by a wid
two sons, Avery and Roland Haj§
man, and three. daughters,
Robert L. Gerry and Miss Mary
Miss Carol Harriman.

The great achievement of Mr. H
riman’s career as a financier
rallroad magnate, was the rehabil
tion of the Union Pacific and So
ern Railway systems. Mr. Harril
undertook this herculean task
he was nearly 50 years old, and 4
he hadl ence practically retired f§
business.
