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agriculture nure conveyed in packing cases from 
Germany to America; and he urges 
that wherever such manure remains it 
ought to be mixed at once so that 
fermentation may prove efficacious 
for insecticide. Plainly, all this good 
counsel throws a heavy and onerous 
task upon the farmer, who is already 
so weightily handicapped; but self- 
interest combines with charity in 
urging that he should not shrink from 
it. A terrible thing it would be if 
this cause of canker were, through 
laziness or neglect, left to multiply as 
it can, and to overspread the land 
Happily nothing has been seen of it 
in the north, while the vigilant anx- 
iety and alarm of the southern men 
promise well that the evil will be con- 
sumed or subdued.—Edinburgh News.

Management of Horses.

I have a firm belief (remarks a 
writer in Field) that if a horse cannot 
be held with a snaffle, used by good 
and judicious hands, bo cannot be held 
at all: if there are exceptions to this 
rale, such horses are few and far 
between, and their idiosyncrasy, or 
what appears as such arises from their 
months having been spoiled by rough 
usage. A horse cannot bo held by 
any force a man can employ ; certain- 
ly not by a force applied by a man 
who is carried along with the horse 
A man may pull so hard as to cause 
great pain, and men often do cause 
much greater pain to horses’ than 
they imagine. I had many years 
ago a horse with which I hunted, and 
which I had great difficulty in hold- 
ing. He seemed mad once the bounds 
had gone away; and in order to avoid 
riding over some one, I often sent 
him at an almost impracticable part 
of a fence. Many 4 Call he gave mo, 
and many more were only saved me 
be the strength and good slope of his 
shoulder, which enabled him to To- 
cover many a mistake. I never went 
out that some friend did not rocom- 
mend mg a new form of bit, and the 
last was always more severe than the 
one before. At the end of the sea- 
son I discovered that a piece of the 
bon of his jaw was exfoliating, and 
it came away and healed up quite 
sound. Great was my delight on 
remounting him, and having been 
taught a lesson that perhaps his V10: 
lence was caused by pain, to find that 
if ridden or driven with a snaffle, and 
with a light hand, he could be re- 
strained without difficulty, and that 
instead of charging a fence Itke a 
madman, he went soberly and well. 
There is nothing which so irritates a 
horse, and makes him so dislike his 
work as a rough bit and hand ; where- 
as if he is driven with kindness, and 
in a manner which addresses itself to 
his intelligence, he will like his work 
and show himself worthy of the con- 
fidence reposed in him. I do not say 
that a more severe form of bit may 
not do well for some horses, and may 
not be used so as to avoid hurting the 
mouth, but I have 4 strong belief that 
such bits are not as necessary as peo- 
ple think, and that their use is only 
to make the horse carry his head in 
good form—for some horses will star- 
gaze with a snaffle bit. A horse who 
is a star-gazer will be pretty sure to 
do it with any bit when he is leader 
of a tandem team, and if he can be in- 
duced to give up that ungraceful style 
it will be by the hand of the driver, 
and not by the form of the bit. I 
have at this moment a horse who, 
when driven by one person, invariably 
throws up his head, no matter what 
bit is in his mouth ; and when driven 
by another, carries it simply to per. 
fection, no matter whether the bit be 
snaffle, curb, Pelham, or what not. 
I suppose most people have remarked 
how a horse will show himself off 
when in a crowd, and will go with a 
brilliancy and style in Rottenrow that 
it would be vain to expect from him 
on a country road; but 1 am sure they 
have never seen a horse do so when 
he was on bad terms with his bit and 
his rider. Horses are more like men 
than some people think, and he gets 
the most use and the most pleasure 
out of them who can guide them with 
the least annoyance to themselves.

Selecting Seed Corn.

the nature of the crop to be grown, is 
a piece of folly no progressive farmer 
is guilty of committing. While judg- 
ment is required in this matter of 
ploughing, and each farmer must do 
cide many questions for himself, there 
exist some general rules that may 
assist beginners at arriving at right 
conclusions. Heavy clay soils ap. 
pears to require the alternate freez- 
ings and thawings of winter to pul- 
verize. Fields overrun with weeds 
are benefited by fall ploughing, which 
turns under these noxious growths 
before their seed matures, and not 
only destroys but forces them to en. 
rich the land. The exposure of injuri- 
ous insects to the weather is another 
argument in favor of fall ploughing. 
The depth of the soil and the charao- 
ter of the subsoil must determine the 
question of deep and shallow plough- 
ing. The subsoil, as a rule, ought not 
to be brought out of its bed except in 
small quantities, to be exposed to the 
atmosphere during the fall and spring, 
or in a summer fallow, nor even then 
except when such fertilizers are ap- 
plied as are necessary to put it at 
once into a productive condition. 
Two different soils of opposite charao 
ter, as a stiff clay and sliding sand, 
sometimes occupy the relation of sur- 
face and subsoil to each other. When 
thoroughly incorporated and subjected 
to seed cultivation, these will produce 
a soil of greatly increased value. 
River sails, having good natural drain- 
age, respond favorably to deep plough- 
ing, as do the black, porous and fertile 
limestone soils. Land that is dry, 
with but a few inches of good soil, 
will not, of course, produce as satis- 
factory crops by deep as by shallow 
ploughing. These conditions, how. 
ever, it ought to be explained, are 
susceptible of improvement by a thor- 
ough system of subsoiling liberal 
manuring.—Rural Canadian.

The best cider is made in cool 
weather from late apples.

The Nova Scotia potato crop this 
year is estimated at 8,000,000 bushels

Recent heavy rains have almost 
ruined the crops in the north of 
Ireland.

There are 26,000,000 of wheat under 
cultivation in India this year, and 
the yield is estimated at 6,654,000 
tons.

The best time for soil pulverization 
is the autumn, because the frost will 
then penetrate the earth during the 
winter.
Let every farmer attend the fairs 

this fall. Select the best specimens 
produced on the farm and place them 
on exhibition.

Sulphur and old tobacco leaves 
burned in the poultry house—the 
house being closed perfectly tight- 
will clean out the red lice.

As soon as the weather becomes 
cool, all kinds of stock begin to *6 pick 
up ‘and lay on flesh. Fattening stock 
should be pushed forward.

It is estimated that Manitoba will 
have for export this year 6,000,000 
bushels of wheat, and, in point of 
quality, the best ever produced.
The Russian thistle, brought to the 
United States by Mennonites in their 
seed wheat, is so thickly spreading in 
parts of Dakota as to cause serious 
alarm.

Remember it is the appearance of 
goods that sells them. Nice, large, 
fat, plump white turkeys, chickens, 
ducks or geese always-brings outside 
prices.

Foot rot in sheep, distemper in 
horses and cattle, cough in pigs, and 
a score of other ailments arise from 
the filthy barnyards in winter and 
spring.

Let the poultry run in the garden 
now as much as possible. They will 
pick up a vast number of insects, that 
are about to settle in their winter 
quarters.

4 Calgary rancher says that at 
least thirty thousand head of cattle 
have gone into the Calgary districts 
during the past summer. There are 
now 100,000 head of cattle in that sec- 
tion distributed among sixty ranches.

Many seem to think it "a hard 
thing to pull up promising plants and 
throw them away." But if we would 
have good cabbages, cauliflowers, let- 
tuce and roots, we must give plenty 
of room, and, above all keep the land 
clean.

J. J. H. Gregory says that his ap- 
plea, transformed into vinegar, pay 
him more than most farmers rate their 
small apples. One bushel of apples 
make four gallons of vinegar of such a 
strength that it frequently needs the 
addition of considerable water before 
it can be used as a condiment.

Sound potatoes dug in dry weather 
need little drying, and if it is required 
let it be in a dry shady place, where 
it is as coal as possible, and as soon 
as they are dry they should be stored 
in a cool dark place. Potatoes should 
be handled carefully ; rough handling 
is more or less injurious to them.

To cure dogs of killing chickens, 
take a chicken that has been killed, 
and after beating the dog with it, 
pass the legs each side of the dog’s 
neck and tie the feet together. After 
carrying the chicken around for a day 
or two, the dog will be so thoroughly 
disgusted that he will not trouble 
chickens again.

During the last few months a new 
industry has sprung up in the North- 
west —that of shipping hogs to eastern 
points. In one day recently, nine 
cars, seven for Toronto and two for 
Ingersoll, left Winnipeg. This trade 
promises to grow to large proportions. 
The hogs are gathered up from farm- 
ers all over the Province, and com- 
mand good prices

Having selected the birds intended 
for table use, don’t begin to fatten un- 
til it is decided when they are to be 
killed. If given all they can eat for 
ten days and deprived of exercise, 
they will put on flesh rapidly in that 
time, and be better for the table than 
if allowed to ramble. The flesh, 
quickly put on, will be found more 
jacy and delicate in flavor.

If the plantations, whether of 
orchard trees or fruit gardens, are to 
be extended, the soil should be pre- 
pared this fall by spreading a liberal 
covering of manure, and turning it 
under as deep as possible. Another 
good ploughing at the time of setting 
with trees, etc., next spring, will 
bring the soil into excellent condition, 
and the future succour of the trees 
and fruit plants, will be well assured.

To be profitable, cows must bo well 
taken care of by being comfortably 
sheltered and well fed. For however 
good cows may be, stingy feeding and 
shiftless management will soon run 
down the stock and dissipate all hopes 
of profit. What is worth doing is 
worth doing well, and what is worth 
having is worth taking care of. There 
is no worse economy than neglect of 
and indifference to the comfort and 
health of animals from which we ex- 
pect proûtable produce. To use an 
old farmer’s phrase: " If you cheat 
the ground the ground will cheat 
you." Care and attention may secure 
all you desire, while neglect will void 
all advantages the best facilities ean 
give.

iüngland is a great consumer of the 
agriculture products of the world. 
Daring the first six months of the 
present year her imports of agricul- 
tural produce amounted to £51,575,- 
178 or about $250,000,000. The aver- 
age for several years has been over 
$500,000,000 per annum. This is ex- 
clusive of cotton and all products that 
are not also produced on English soil. 
Wool leads the list of these imports in 
money value, followed by wheat, 
flour, butter, Indian corn, bacon, oats 
and barley in the order named. The 
importation of wheat from America 
has steadily fallen off during the past 
three years, that of the first six 
months of 1886 showing a decrease of 
nearly 8,000,000 bushels from that of 
the same period of 1885.

Progress in Cattle Breeding.

An old style, conservative breeder 
was heard, to remark to a young man 
just contemplating starting in the 
business : "I have no patience with 
the nonsense of some neophytes in the 
breeding business, those who say you 
must look to the system of manage- 
ment in raising the animals as well as 
to their strain and purity of blood. 
They might as well say that it is what 
an animal eats and not its blood that 
gives it value.” And one, who heard 
the remark, said afterward that this 
conservative breeder’s cattle looked as 
if they must be prized wholly for their 
blood, as they would never attract at- 
tention for their symmetrical develop- 
ment.

There are few breeders who yet 
think the entire merit of an animal 
must be in its pedigree, but these are 
rapidly growing less, and the progress 
to be noted is, that intelligent breed- 
ers are more carefully studying the 
most important subject of alimenta- 
tion. They do not prize blood the 
less, but they see more clearly that 
the development of the animal, what- 
ever its blood, depends upon skill 
in feeding. In fact, unfkilful feeding 
will bring any strain of blood into con- 
tempt. And it is certainly an augury 
of success when a young breeder com- 
prebends the necessity that his skill 
in growing the young animal shall be 
as complete as the strain of blood he 
is developing. The importance of 
skillful feeding has always been most 
apparent to those who gave it any at- 
rention. Was the success of the Col- 
lings wholly dependent on the strain 
of blood they bred? or, was it not 
rather their skill in developing it in 
the most symmetrical bovine form 
that gave the strain of blood celebrity? 
You might as well say that it was the 
marble, and not the immortal genius 
and skillful band of Praxiteles, that 
wrought out the enchanting form of 
Aphrodite, or the marvelous form of 
A pollo, as to say that it was the strain 
of blood and not skillful feeding that 
gave these herds celebrity. An indif 
ferent feeder has never owned a herd 
that attracted attention. It has never 
been the strain of blood that first at- 
tracted attention, but the fine develop- 
ment of the animals; yet after the 
herd has attracted great attention, 
then inquiry is made as to the strain 
of blood, and then the pedigree comes 
in for exaggerated consideration. The 
strain of blood may possess great 
merit, and in the hands of the skillful 
feeder it unfolds in great perfection 
of form, but in the hands of the care- 
less feeder it shows no especial merit. 
Like good seed grain, sown in poor 
soil, it develops so imperfectly as to 
lose its reputation.

Progress in breeding, then, requires 
a careful study of all the principles of 
alimentation, since it is food and sur- 
roundings that develop the animal 
form. Skillful feeding requires a 
knowledge of the special character of 
each food, for this alone will show 
what combination of foods is required 
to produce a given result in develop- 
ing the animal. The animal is plas- 
tic in the hands of one who is master 
of the art of feeding. The better the 
blood, the greater its aptitude for de- 
velopment. And 40 animal of the 
best strain of blood may have been 
greatly injured by want of proper de- 
velopment of its digestive capacity, 
and although only six months old, 
would have very much less value, be- 
cause this unthrifty habit will take a 
long time to, and perhaps can never 
be overcome. Thus we see that the 
purchaser is quite justified in taking 
into full consideration the develop- 
ment of the animal, as well as his 
strain of blood.— National Live Stock 
Journal.

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The Early Apples.

Early fruit begins to ripen, and it 
should be carefully picked and sent to 
market in nice looking clean packages 
The bushel boxes are growing in favor 
for this purpose as being better than 
barrels when the fruit is not to be 
transported too far. It should be as. 
sorted carefully, making all the fruit 
in a box as nearly uniform as possi- 
ble, as customers will pay more for it 
when packed. The windfalls should 
be picked up and cooked and mixed 
with a little grain for hogs, or put 
through the root cutter and fed to the 
cows. Do not feed too liberally at first 
in either case, but begin with a small 
quantity and increase gradually. This 
answers 4 double purpose. It destroys 
the larvæ of the apple and codling 
moth, which will be found in nearly 
all the fruit that falls prematurely, 
and the fruit has a considerable feed- 
ing value when rightly fed. The con- 
trary opinion that apples were injuri- 
ous to milch cows and would dry up 
their milk, probably arose from the 
results that were noticed when cows 
broke into the orchard and ate too 
many. The same results follows eat- 
ing too much meal, yet when it is ju. 
diciously fed it produces only good 
results.

9 The question of shoeing or not shoo- 
ing horses is one that must be answer- 
ed by conditions and circumstances, 
and cannot be settled by the adoption 
of a fixed rule. On the pavements of 
cities and all hard, unyielding roads, 
shoeing is a matter of necessity. No 
horse’s hoofs are tough enough to stand 
the wear and concussion of such roads. 
But on soft roads and on the farm, 
travelling over the fields, the hoofs of 
most horses will stand it very well, 
and keep in pretty good shape. Some 
horses have much tougher hoofs than 
others, but we believe none are tough 
enough to stand driving on hard pave- 
ments and macadamized roads, and 
few are so tender and brittle that they 
will not stand ordinary farm work. 
The condition of the hoof, as to tough- 
ness or brittleness, depends a good 
deal on the health of the horses, and 
whether he is kept standing on a dry 
floor or the hoofs have a chance to ab- 
sorb a normal amount of moisture—or 
at least, not to lose what naturally be- 
longs to them in 4 healthy condition.

The British Farmer.

The British farmer seems doomed 
never to find exemption from calami- 
tous troubles. The foos that assail 
him are many, varied, irresistible. 
Sometimes bis fields are deluged with 
rain, sometimes they are parched by 
drought; at one crisis his cattle are 
smitten by infectious plagues, occa- 
sionally they fall victims to natural 
accident; now his crops are injured 
by blight, again they are ravaged by 
insects. One would have thought 
that immunity from scourging by 
this last tribe of devastators might 
safely have been prophesied concern- 
ing the present season. When a warm 
summer succeeds a mild winter then 
is the usual time when these pests ap- 
pear in disastrous multitudes. The 
present season in its early part was 
so intensely cold that it must have 
been destructive to larvæ of every 
sort. Nevertheless a genius of ani- 
malcula are reported to be making 
sad havoc amongst the wheat in the 
South of England, notably in Hert- 
fordshire. The activity is as great, 
the consequences are as destructive, 
as if it were the Colorado beetle. It 
is, however, a much more minute and 
alert invader. Entomologists have 
pronounced that " the chrysalides 
found in the stems of wheat and bar- 
ley plants near Hertford are those of 
the Hessian fly." Farmers are ad- 
vised to examine carefully the leaves 
or blades near the second joint from 
the ground. If they find there ‘ small 
pupæ like flax seed, about the tenth 
of an inch in length," then they may 
be persuaded that this Hession ly is 
among their crops in an Inanimate 
state, soon to develop into life, and to 
produce eggs whence new and larger 
swarms will come. Mr. Whitehead,

A good crop of corn is dependent 
first of all on good seed. If the seed 
fails to come well at first planting, 
quiring a second planting, the lost 
time invariably reduces the crop; or 
if the seed sends up a weak blade in 
consequence of having its vitality im- 
paired, the result is the same. Many 
a field of corn is this year a failure on 
account of poor seed.

Now is the time to select the seed 
corn, and before it is cut up. It is not 
necessary that ears of corn be well 
ripened before plucking from the 
stock. Corn fairly glazed, if properly 
dried, will germinate quite as well as 
that which is fully ripened before 
gathering. Sweet corn that is com- 
pletely full will sprout well, though 
the husks may not be turned when it 
is picked.

Corn must be dried through the cob 
as well as the kernal before freezing 
weather, in order to make good seed. 
Even a heavy frost may destroy the 
vitality of sweet corn. It matters not 
what course is taken to dry the corn, 
only it must be dried and dried prompt 
ly. Kiln drying is sometimes resort- 
ed to in unfavorable seasons and with 
good results. Drying with artificial 
heat in any way will answer as well. 
This is the best practice with sweet 
corn any year. Plucked before frost 
and dried in this way, one may feel 
entirely sure that the seed is good.
, Take no chances with doubryn! seed 
is a good rule, and to make sure in 

ne matter let it be attended to with- 
out delay, and so dried that you know 
it is all right.— Maine Farmer.

"A horse’s shoulders,” he said, 
" notwithstanding their strength are 
very delicate and very apt to become 
strained. The raising of the fore feet 
rests them, and throws the weight on 
the hind legs. In the stable a horse 
will always kick out a hole in which 
to put his hind feet, and those who 
study the comfort of their horses al- 
ways make the front part of the stall 
higher than the back. Besides this 
has a perceptible effect on the beauty 
of a horse, and the prettiest shoulders 
are always found on horses whose 
stalls are constructed in accordance 
with the animal’s instinct."
