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BEAULIFUL BUT BAD,

Mrs. Coates co-—lm Trial at Bulwer
re the Poisoning of her Husband.
QuEskc, Sept. 15.—The adjourned in-
quest on the remains of 8, E. Coates of
Bulwer, near Bherbrooke, whose recent
death from poison, supposed to have been
criminally administered by his young wite,
has created such a turore throughout the
Eastern townships, was resumed and con-
cluded the day before yesterday—the coro-
ner’s jury bringing in a verdict fully justi-
fying the previous action of District Magis-
trate Rionx in committing Mrs. Coates on &
charge of wilful murder. *‘Died from poi-
son administered by Emma Rogers,” was
the jury's finding on the. evidence, which
seems to point very strongly to the guilt of
the unfortunate woman, though it is onl
fair to Ler to state that she alleges herself
to be the vietim of circumstances, and
that she is wholly innocent of having cansed
the death - of her husband, It was
proven that shehad been on = footing of
close and suspicious intimnc{) with a young
man named Oscar Laberer, belonging to an
influential family in Haton, where her father
rosides; that a few dl{)l‘bofore Costes’|death
she received her husband’s permission to
spend a few days with friends in Sherbrooke;
that Laberer, who is said to have since fled
to the United States, joined her on the way,
and that the two, ins of pro-
ceeding there. went ‘to Coaticoke,
where they spent the night to-
gether in & hotel—Laberer in the morning
following purchasing some mery and
chlorotorm at a drug store, and then going
with her to Sherbrcoke, It was also estab-
lished that dun’ni the week preceding Coates’
death T. J. Tack, druggist, Sherbrooke, re-
ceived a letter with the stamp of the Bulwer
%o'lt office and 'bearing the signature of F.
ing,asking 50 cents’ worth of strychnine for
use in poisoning foxes, to be sent to the ad-
dress of one Dr, Fifzsimmons of Great Falls,
New Hampshire, then on a supposed visit to
Bulwer; that the poison was duly mailed to
the address in question; and that the letter
or parcel oontnningbit was taken from the
Bulwer postoffice by Mrs, Coates, It is
stated, too, that slthongh only four years
married, the young wife lived rather unhap-
tly with ‘her husband, their anion so far
aviog been s cLildless ome.  Altogether
the case - against the unfortunate woman
looks very ugly, and unlessfthe exceedingly
suspicious circumstances surrounding Eer
movements can be explained away, it is to
be feared that it will go hard with her when
her trial comes- on in October, nothwith-
standing her youth and besuty. It is said
that she feels her sad position yery keenly,
and was very much excited when taken to
jail, to prevent which, it is added, her
father vainly offered bsil to the amount of
$100,000.

Samuel Manning, & grocer at Richmond and
Bay streets, was charged with knowingly
receiving stolen property from one Hartley.
Hartley had stolen three caddies of tea
from J. W. Lang & Co., for whom he
worked as porter, which the prisoner pur-
chased from him, Hartley, who is serving
a term in gaol for the theft of the teas in
question, swore that he sold them to the
prisoner, and that he did not think Mann-
ing knew how he obtained them Several
witnesses testifled to the upright and honest
character of the prisoner, and the jury
after & short absence returned a verdice of
not guilty.

The case of Andrews v. Hill, which was
commenced on Friday, was resumed before
Judge McDougall on tho civil side, The
plaintiffs in this cose supplied the defen.
dants with a qusntity of goods to the value
of $771, who were aileged to have paid on
saccount the sum of $650 80, The plaintiffs
olaimed the sum of $120 20 with interesr,
and the defendants contended that there
was nothing due them, A verdict for the
plaintiff for $59 20.

The Canada Rubber company v. Morri-
son was an action to recover $141 65 due
from the defendants for work done by the
plaintiffs in lining rubber hose for them.
Contrary to an agreement the. plaintiffs
marked the hose with their brand therby
damaging the defendauts’ business, for, it

was alleged, that when it became known,

that the plaintiffs lined hose for the defen-
dants the latter lost the sale of their goods.
A counter-claim of $90 was, therefore, set
up against the plaintiffs, The jury returned
a verdict for the defendants on the counter-
claim and for the plaintiffs for the §141 65
claimed by them.

Saturday’s Police Court.

Thirteen drunks were arraigoed before G,
T, Denison, P.M,, at the police court on
Saturday, six being fined and the remainder
discharged. Richard Noble, disorderly on
Adelaide street, §1 and costs, Mary Mal.
loy, fraudulently obtsining from one Mrs,
Wiiliams the sum of $9.88, pleaded not
guilty and was remanded till to.-morrow, It
sypears that a resident of Bellwoods avenue
named Mrs. Petrie lost some money which
was found by Mrs. Williams’ daughter, and
which was given to the prisoner on her
olsiming it. Louisa Bauros, alies Smith,
charged with keeping a house of ill-fame at
18 James street, pleaded not gulty and was
remanded till Sept, 18, 'Joho, Arthar,
Fred, and Jawes Perrington, four brothers,
appesred for having_committed an aggra-
vated asssult on one John Ormerod. They
leaded not guilty; the case was set for
gopt. 19 and they were let out on bail, Al-
fred Welsh, » vagrant, was remanded till
Sept. 19, Wdur Rowe, Patrick Bauvann,-
Jobn Dupus and Joan Little, four boys who
were arrested while trying to jump over the
Exhibition fence, were disposed of in the
following manner: the first two $10 and
costs or 7 days each, Dupus 31 and costs or
2 days, and Little $2 without costs or 6
hours. Jennie Shea was brought up on re-
mand for keeping a disreputable house at 42
Centre street, for which she was fined §10
and costs or 60 days; she paid the fine,
The charges against her of illegal liquor
selling and the larceny of $50 were with-
drawnp, ‘Kate Lavin and Maicolm McDon-
ald, the former charged with being an in-
mate and the latter a frequenter of Shea’s
house, were discharged. McDonald was
subsequently fined $50 and costs or 30 days
for carrying a revolver.
