Beneath the
lecture-room was a Boynton furnace No, 23,
govered with zinc, and forward under the
auditorium were two similar furnaces,
bricked in. The furnaces in front were
probably twenty feet apart and some dis-
tance from any of the walls. Just where
and how the fire originated is at present
but a matter of conjecture:. Some of the
gentlemen who were near or in the church
at the time say it started from one of the
forward furnaces, while Mr, John Perkins,
the ex-sexton of the churoh, feels positive
that it started from the rear furnace, the
top of which, he says, was but three feet |
from the rafters, Mr. Perkins stated |
that he had always feared a con-

flagration from the rear furnace,

The theory of the forward furnaces being

the cause of the fire is a reasonable one,

when it is taken into consideration that

very shortly after it was discovered the

The parent congregation disposed
of their Bay street church tor §13, to
the Ontario Medical associstion, and im-
mediately set about to eréct the stately
edifice destroyed yesterday. The building
was commenced early in 1877. Messrs.
McCaw & Lennox were the architects, and
the then Ald. Joe. Gearing was the con-
tractor. Gearing, as will be renfembered,
failed and skipped out, which delayed the
completion of the church considerably.
However; it was eventually finished, and on
the third Sunday in Septemcer, 1878, it was
dedicated to public worship. The build-
ing and its centents as they stood yester-
day cost $29,000 and there was an insur-
ance of $20,000 on them in the British
American company. To what extent they
are damaged remains to be seen. At the
present writing it is thought at least three
of the walls are solid. The loss will prob-
ably be over $20,000. The church and
plot of ground onwhichitstood were valued
at $36,000. The organ, which was a model
of the one in the Metropolitan church, was
erected bﬁeEdward Lye & Sons and cost

000. sides this there were two small
cabinet organs and a ‘plano in the rear por-
tion of the church. One of these organs
and the piano were saved. A library con-
taining 1000 volumes for the use of the
school children was added last snmmer.

The congregation was just beginning to
feel settled and sure of the future after the
four years of uphill work that the building
of the new church involved. They were
discharging their débt of $15,000 at the
rate of $800 to a $1000 a _year; their num-
bers was steadily growing, 29 new mem-
bers having been received at last com-
munion service.

It
was a frame building and its place was
taken by the present commodious brick
structure.

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THE MERSEY TUNNEL.
A Great Engineering Work Alniost Com-

Loxpox, Jan. 20.—A number of gentle-
men connected with the company which is
eonstructing the Mersey tunnel walked
through the opening yesterday from Liver-
pool to Birkenhead. .

A company for tunnélling under the
Mersey and for carrying ‘out a line of rail-
‘way through the tunnel was formed many
'years ago, and duly obtdined the sanction
of parliament for the proposed enterprise,
but this company was pot destined to be
more than a pioneer’ to the actual under-
taking. The money at first subscribed was
almost entirely consumed in experimental
borings, intended to demonstrate the prac-
ticability of the work or to discover the
best direction for it, and the shareholders,
becoming disheartened, were at last in-
duced to part with their powers and rights
to private purchasers, who engaged in the
cautious prosecution of the n
works, and soon carried matters to such a
point that the completion of the tunnel
was no longer problematical.

Work was begun on the tunnel in 1879,
and in less than two years a large shaft,
both to afford access and to mly the
means of drainage, had beea s to &
depth of 180 feet on either side of the
river, two powerful ‘engines and two
double sets of sumpmg apparatus
were provided, and the actual hori-
zontal  driftway was . .. The
length of this, from shaft to shaft, is 4800
feet. The Mersey tunnel is, therefore, not
uite as long as theunfinished tunnel under
the Hudson at New York, which is to be
5500 feet in length, from shaft to shaft,
and fully 12,000 feet in_ length, including
the river approaches,

The whole sub-aqueous course of the
Mersey tunnel lies through new red sand-
stone of a hard and compact character, and
no trouble from water was to be expected
in excess of the necessary leakage through
occasional fissures, to an amount which is
readily kept down by the pumps until
the tunnel is lined and completed.
The average thickness of the rock
above the crown of the tunnel,

feet, and the minimum thickness is 25 feet.
The railroad through the tunnel is to be
continued, from each extremity, mostl
beneath streets, to effect junctions witi\;
the chief lines by which the trafflc of
Liverpool and Birkenhead is at present
conducted. The estimated cost of the
whole undertaking, including the tunnel,
railway, connections and stations, is
$4,330,000, and in 1881 the proprietors,
having demonstrated the certainty of a
successful issue, transferred the undertak-
ing to a public company, which was formed
for the purpose of completing and working
the line. It was expected that the work
would be completed and the line in opera-
tion 3 August, 1883, but such rapid work
praved impossible.
