Before narrating the proceedings, a short
statement of the issue will assist to explain
the discuseion. It is in & nutshell this: the
members of the Commercial Travelers’
association now enjoy certain privileges in
the way of travel on the railways and
steamboats both in the matter of fares and
amount of baggage allowed; these travelers
are many of them employes of members of
the board; the board met to consider
whether it was not possible to get these
privileges for their travelers through their
own board and not by way of the Travelers’
association, and at the same time,
if -possible, get those same or priv=
ileges in that direction for mem-=
bers of the board who are not within
the present definition of traweler, or even
any of their employes. A further fact
that will assist in the understanding of the
discussion is this: that the Commercial
Travelers’ association considered that the
proposal submitted to the board of trade
would, more or less, weaken their organ-
ization, and therefore they set to work to
fight the issue in the board ; against this
flowed another, and what proved a much
more powerful current, viz.: the opinio
of many members of the board of trade
that they ought to manage their own deal
with the railways direct themselves, and
not indirectly through the travelers,
These were the two currents along which
the disoussion flowed.

At 8.05 p.m, the president, Henry W.
Darling, the head and front of the move-
ment that the travelers opposed, rapped
the table with his gavel and opened the
ball by pitching at once into the subject.
He first asked Mr. W, Galbraith to take
the chair so a8 to leave himself free to
make a motion. Mr, Darling announced
that he had received letters from the rail-
ways on the subject. These were the
result of a desire expressed by several
members of the board that an cffort should
be made to obtain these railway privileges
directly from the companies in place o
obtaining them, as at present, through the
medium of the Commercial Travelers’ asso-

ciation. This request sesmed to be so | &

reasonable, and the arguments in favor of
it s0 cogent, that he had no hesitation in
submitting the question to Mr. Hickson.
Mr. Hickson was 80 reasonable as to sur-
prise Mr. Darling ; and asked him to state
the case in & memorandum, He did so and
the following replies were received :

The
members had deserved privileges, the rail-
ways had expressed williugness to grant

‘them. H the néw proposal interfered with

a monopoly, all he had to say was that the
spirit of the age is againet monopolies, It
was ‘gbeurd to say that the members wonld
sell their independence by taking the privi-
leges, .- He did not think it would wreck
the Travelers’ association. He had been a
traveler for 12 years, and there was enotgh
spirif in it to keep it sfloat, especially for
the r'iginnl purposes for which it was
fonn_& .
