Loxvox, Oct. 7.—Great Britain and Ire-
land were startled this morning by the ut-
terly unlooked-for announcement that
Charles Stewart Parnell, the noted Irish
leader, had died suddenly yesterday even-
ing at his home in Brighton. [t has been
known that Mr. Parnell has ot enjoyed
the best

been noticed and widely commented upon
that since the O’Shea divorce developments
became a miatter of public notoriety and
since political troubles came upon him the
great Irish member of Parliament had
grown thinner and that he had perceptibly
aged in appearance. But nobody expected
to hear of his death and no inkling of his
illness had reached the newspapers.

Not for several hours was it possible to
obtain the details in to the death of
Mr. Parnell. He died atchis home, Wal-
8in, -terrace, Brighten, -at 11.30 last
night. His death is said to be inlirect
due to a cmll which he ecaught last wee
and which at first was not regarded as
being of a serious nature. “Mr. Parnell,
however, grew worse, and a physician was
called in, with the result that the patient
was ordered to take to his bed. This was
on Friday last, and from that time Mr. Par-
mell lost strength and finally succumbed.
The exact nature of the disease which caused
the death of the Irish:leader is not made
known at present. From the day he took
to his bed, however, the state of Mr. Par-
nell’s health has been such as $o necessitate
the constant attendance of two physicians;
but in spite of their incessant and untirin,
efforts to prolong or save life Mr. Parnel
gradually sank lower and lower until he ex-
pired in the arms of Mrs. Parnell, who is
utterly prostrated by the shock experienced
through her husband’s death.

The News in London.

In this city particularly the news of Mr.

Parnell’s death came like a thunderbolt
* upon the clubs and in political circlest

Nobody so far as at first known was even

aware that he was indisposed, and conse-

quently when it became known that the

Irish leader was dead, naturally the first

idea formed was that he had committed

suicide. As the day wore on, however, it
leaked out from the statements of his inti-
mate friends that Mr. Parnell had com-
plained to them recently of not feeling as
well ag usual, but it was: not ‘thought by
anybody that there was anything serious in
the symptoms referred to by thé late mem-
ber for,Cork city. Thelast time Mr. Par-
nellappeared in public was at Creegs, in

Irelind, on Sept. 27, when he delivered a

long speech upon the attitude dnd alleged

inconsjstencies of Messrs. Dillon and

O’Brien. Upon that occasion Parnell stated

he wag speaking in defiance of the orders of

the doctors who were attending him and
who had expressly ordered him to keep his
room.

Awful Agonyito the End.

_oNDoN, Oct. 7.—Mrs. Parnell, Mrs. Par-
nell’s stepdaughter and the servants, accord-
ing to the latest accounts of the death of |
Mr. Parnell, were the only occupants of the |
house in Walsingham-terrace when the |
Irish leader expired. ®The end, these later |
reports state, was one of intense agony for |
the sick man until the moment when he be-
came unconscious, afid eventually died with-
out pain.

Due to Rheumatism.

On the Friday
following he was unable to leave his bed
and his regular physician was summoned.

he sent for another physician, with whom he
held a long consultation.

This consultation was resamed Sunday,
when Mr. Parnell was found to be in gre-at
pain and apparently growing weaker every
hour. His sickness was pronounced to be
. an attack of acute rheumatism, and every

attentioy was paid to the sufferer. He was

carefull§ and untiringly nursed by his wife,
who hardly left his bédside from the mo-
ment her husband’s illneésswas pronounced
serious.  Mr. Parnell, in spite of the care
and attention which he received, did not
seem to rally from the rheumatic attack
and grew weaker and weaker. Several
hours before his death Mr. Parnell became
anconscious and so0 remained until he died.

Owing to the snddenness of the Irish
leader’s illness and the belief of his wife and
of the attending physicians that he would
recover no friends or relations of _his family
or that of Mrs. Parnell were present at Mr. i
Parnell’s bedside when he died.

JUSTIN M'CARTHY SPEAKS,

A Complete Reunion of all Shades of
Pplitics Among Irishmen.
Loxpon; Oct. 7.-~In an interview to-day
Justin McCarthy said it was not possible
to forecast the political effect of the death
of Mr. Parnell. Mr. McCarthy added,
however, that he hoped it would lead to a

complete reunion of all shades of opinion
among Irishmen in general and in the Irish
Parliamentary party in particular. Cer-
tainly he said it would not hinder the pro-
gress of autonomy, or in other words
of the movement for the self-government
of Ireland.

Mr. McCarthy said he believed all feel-
ing of  hostility to Mr. Parnell,
of hostility between individual members
of the Irish Parliamentary party would
be swallowed up and completely disappear
in the feeling of genuine and universal re-
gret which was experienced among Irish-
men at the death of Mr. Parnell.

““Three weeks ago,” Mr. McCarthy con-
tinued, ‘“we had a long and friendly con-
ference. This conference took place at my
house at Chelsea and we mutually agreed
to draw part of the Paris fund from the
bankers 1in the French capital in order to
defray the exmmee of registering which
were incurred before the splitin the party.

““Before the divorce proceedings,” said
Mr. McCarthy, “Iwas a close friend of
Mr. Parnell, whom I admired intensely.
Mg. Parnell consulted me in regard to
the lamentable manifesto and used
all efforts in endeavoring to prevent
him from issuing it te the public. y idea
in trying to prevent him from so doing was
that the issnance of the manifesto would
make his further leadership of the Irish
party an utter impossibility.”

It was evident Mr. McCarthy and the
members of his y were y aftected
at Mr. Parnell’s death and that all feelin
of°animosity to the great Irish leader hsg
sunk beneath the flood of sorrow caused by
his sudden and untimely death.

Continuing, Mr. McCarthy said that those
who followed Mr. Parnell’s leadership until
the last moment had done so purely out of
a spirit of personal devotion to the Irish
leader adding: ‘“With the removal of his
ﬁemnality our separation asa party eeases.

ome Rule does not depend any longer
upon any one: man. Mr. Parnell himself
carried it to that point. His work, so far
as it depended upon himself alone, was
done. Thecause stands now beyond the
reach of danger of any kind.”

2HE EFFECI IN DUBLIN.

The Divoree Troubles of the Dead ¥an
Forgotten in the Universal Sorrow.

DusLix, Oct. 7.—The general feeling in
the leading political clubs in both Great
Britain and Ireland is that the death of
Charles Stewart Parnell will heal the breach
which has so long existed in the ranks of
the Irish Parliamentary party. There was
greatexcitement in the city when thereport
of Parnell’s death spread among the masses.
One of the results was a great rush for the
various newspaper offices in endeavors to
get a confirmation of the startling informa-
tion.

The offices of the National League were
fairly besieged with an excited concourse of
warm-hearted Irishmen, who had forgotten
all about the divorce troubles of Parnell in
their desire to express sympathy with the
great leader of the Irish people, who bad
ought so many battles for them in behalf
of Home Rule. Many a tear-stained face
was seen among the crowds as the
good. qualities of the dead man were
referred to and when his efforts in the cause
of Irish independence were mentioned.

Prominent Parnellites who have been in-
terviewed upon the subject of Parnell’s de-
mise declare it will not affect their posi-
tion, and that they intend to continue inde-
pendent opposition to the party which has
fought against their leader.

A Public Funeral,

The members of Parliament and others
who remained followers of Mr. Parnell in
spite of everything at a meeting to-day ap-
pointed Pierce Mahoney and John Red-
mond a committee to proceed _to Brighton
to-night in order to be of all the assistance

¥7ossi ble in making the arrangements for the®

uneral of Mr. Parnell.

The corporation of Dublin has been sum-
moned to a meeting for to-morrow, at which
sympathy with Mrs. Parnell will be ex-
pressed and a call will be 1ssued for a public
funeral.

MICHAEL DAVITT'S OPINION.

Death Will Put an End to Un-
happy Dissensions,

NEW Yorg, Oct. 7.—Michael Davitt res
gards either Sexton or Dillon as the sud-
cessor of Mr. Parnell as the official head of
the Irish movement.

| $200,000 of Irish funds now tied up in the

hands of Paris bankers.. A part of this
money would be devoted, he said, undoubt-
edly toward the aid of evicted tenants and
the remainder used by the Irish parhament-
ary party for the expenses of the general
election.

“My opinion about Parnell,” said Mr.
Davitt, “‘now, is one of unmixed sorrow .at
his sudden death. The occasion demands
the expression of deep regret that he should
have been cut off at a comparatively early
age. We should remember only the good
work -which he performed for Ireland in a
career of usefulness and distinction for his
country. His recent unhappy conduct will,
I am sure, be forgotten by a grateful peo-
ple. ~ It was a sad episode in his political
ife, which will not linger in the memory of
Ireland side by side with his great services.
His death will put an end to the unhappy
dissensions by which the Irish movement
has been torn during the last 12 months.
Those who followed Mr. Parnell in
his  warfare against the majority
of the Irish party did so in the majority of
cases out of a feeling of personal loyalty to
a’man who has commanded their fealty
through the stormiest period of the Land
League and Home Rule fights and not from

““Mr. Parnell’s successor in the leadership
will be & secondary consideration. Justin
MecCarthy did not desire the post, which
was forced upon him. He would gladly
havegiven it up at any time since if his
doing so could have put an end to
dissension. Now that a sad event ter-
minates the domestic quarrel withid the
party Mr. McCarthy will doubtless demand
areliue. We have done with one-man
power in the Irish National movement for-
ever. The leader of the future will be
democratic, not aristocratic, He must. be
the mouthpiece and not the master of the
movement. for Home Rule If McCarthy
consents to continue it will, in my opinion,
be the most prudent policy to pursue. He
has never uttered a word in the recent con-
troversy which could give offence to one of
Mr. Parnell’s followers. He is a man of
concilintory manners, and as the fight for
Home Rule is mow nearing a successful
close such a’man will fulfil all the neces-
sary qualifications of Parliamentary leader-
ship. But whether the future leader be
McCarthy, Sexton or Dillon it does not
matter very much now that the Irish race
are about to be reunited. That unity will
make even brighter and more hopeful still
the already bright prospects of Home
Raule.”

Notes,

It is believed that Parnell’s death will
result in the reunion of all the members of
the Nationalist party, not only in Ireland,
but in the United States.

At the meeting of the Natianal Federa-
tion at Dublin yesterday David Sheehy,
M.P., submitted a motion that the meeting
should adjourn in consequence of the death
of Mr.. Parnell. The motion was adopted.

A news agency states that am0n§ his
complicated private affairs Mr. Parnell left
unsettled the question of custody of his
wife’s younger children. ‘It is no secret,”
says the same authority, ‘“that Mr. Parnell
claimed to be the tather of the two young-
est children of Mrs. O’Shea.

Sketch of Mr. Parnell’s Life.

[Charles Stewart Parnell was born in 1846,
at Avondale, County Wickiow, his ancestors
being an old English family that bad origin-
ally settled in Cheshire, but removed to Ire-
land. Parnell’s great-grandfather, Sir John
Parnell, beld for many years the office of
Chancellor of the Exchequer in the Irish
Parliament, . His principles were so patriotic
that be resigned rather than vote for the Act
of Unjon. A son of the latter was after-
wards created Lord Congleton as a reward
for many years’ service to his country in the
English House of Commons. The deceased
received his primary education in various
private schools in England, and afterwards
went tc Magdalen College, Cambridge. His
first attempt to enter Parliament resulted in
his defeat by Col. Taylor in the county of
Dublin in 1874, but a year later he @ichieved
his object in Meath. For two years his voice
was rarely heard in the debates. In
1877 be introduced *“‘The Irish Church Act
Amendment Biil,” the measure evoking one
of the liveliest discussions of the session,
eventually meeting with an’ adverse vote.
That vote really signalizes the initiation of
the famous policy of obstruction by the Irish
party, their peculiar methods for barring
the progress of proposed acts through the
House leading to numerous serious situations.
So stubbornly was the new scheme pursued
that Sir Stafford Northcote, the then leader
of the House of Commons, once moved for
Mr. Parnell’s ion, but was obliged to
withdraw his resolution in order to germit
some pew rules against ‘‘obstruction” gen-
erally to be introduced.

Now that his

ing the Irish National Land League in 1879,
and the miembers rewarded his energy by
electing ‘him to the .position of its first
president. He visited America in December,
1879, to promote the interests of the new
organmization,being accorded the distinction
of addressing the House of Representatives
at Washington. After the general election
in 1880, he found himself at the head of the
lrish party, being elected instead of Mr.
Shaw, who had succeeded Mr. Butt as
leader. At the first session of the new
parliament he introduced the Irish land
question, 4

In November of that year informations
were laid by the Irish Attorney-General
against Mr, Parnell and several other mem-
bers of the Land League Executive. The
trial opened in Dublin, Dec. 28, lasting 19
days.- The jury disagreed. Next session
saw the Government take a more determin-
ed stand; the outcome was the passage of the
Coercion bill and the Arms bill, both of
which were unflinchingly opposed by the
Irish party. For his vituperative denuncia-
tion of the Government'’s land policy, Mr.
Parnell was arrested on Oct. 13
and conveyed to Kilmainham jail, the
Government following up this movye
by proscribing the Land Leazue as an
illegal association. The famous “No Rent”
manifesto was issued as a counter-irritant,
He remained in jail for nearly six months.
Closely following upon his release was the
commission of one of the most dastardly
tragedies that darken the pages of Irish his-
tory—the Fhoenix Park murder—in which
Lord Edward Caveadish, Chief Secretary for
Ireland, and Mr. Burke, Under Secretary for
Ireland, they having only subscribed to the
oath of office the day before, were killed.

His following after the general election of
1885 numbered 85 members, their nuimerical
strength so impressing Mr. Gladstone that
he introduced Home Rule, which drove him
out of the Treasury benches, although he re-
ceived the solid support of Mr. Parnell and
the entire strength of his party. Then fol-
lowed stirring times in the Enpglish Parlia-
ment, every effort being put forward to
overthrow the new Government which Lord
Balisbury *had formed, but unavaliing was
the opposition. The events which led up to
the appointment of the commission to inves-
tigate the contents of the celebrated circular
on “Parnellism and Crime,” which resulted
in the complete vindication of Mr, Parnell,
and his liaison with Kitty O'Shea, are still
fresh in the memory,]

be taken up on every feast day in all the
churches. The stream of relief is comin,
through wide channels, but the system o
distribution, it is asserted, is defective.

Havrrrax, N.S., Oct. 7.—There was a
lively session of the Presbyterian Synod of
the Maritime Provinces here yesterdag’.
The Rev. Isaac Baird. complained that he
had been most unfairly dealt with by the
Presbytery of Miramichi, and that what the
Presbytery declared to be frivolous and
vexatious charges have been entertained
against him after his resignation had been
accepted.

AUTUMNAL SESSION OPENED YES-
TERDAY AFTERNOON,

Great Gathering of Presbyterian Divines—
Principal Caven’s Introductory Lectare
—What the Alumni Did—Officers Re-
elected — Dr. Caven’s Portrait Now
Adorns the Collegiate Walls,

‘Again the,classic halls of Knox College
ring wjth the firm tread of the undsrgradu-
ate: again the dormitories are filled with en-
thusiastic students. All is life and bustie
where for the past few months quietness has
unquestioned reigned, ;

Knox Collage was opened yesterday with
the usual formalities. On the platform were:
Principal Rev. Dr. Caven, Rev. Dr. Ward-
rope, Rev. Dr. William Fraser, Barrie; Rev.
Prof..Gregg, Rev. Prof.'MoLaren, Rev. Dr.
Proudfoot, v. Dr. Torrence, Rev. Dr.
Reid and Prof.'R. Y. Thompson. A large
number of graduates was present. Rev.
George Simpson, editor of The Canadian
Presbyterian, and many pastors of city
churches were also present.

Prof. Caven’s address was entitled *“The
Testimony of' Christ to the Old Testament.”
It was a masterly and lucid presentment of
the subject. He dealt in a fair’ and candid
manner with the higher criticism., He in-
vestigated first the passages in which our
Lord makes direct reference to the Old
Testament.

The second part of the Principal’s lecture
was devoted to the value for the scientific
Biblical student of Christ’s testimony to the
Old Testament, “‘There is no room,” the
doctor said, “for doubting the .value of
Christ’s testimony because of limitation in
His knowledge. "From the infinite excellency
of His moral characier He could not descend
