Toronto fir the victim of a gas mo­
nopoly. This monopoly is supposed to 
be regulated for the benefit of the peo­
ple by act of Parliament. As a matter 
of fact the company disregards the law 
and conducts its business just about as it 
likes. We don't blame the company so 

^ much as we do our civic representatives, 
who sit like dummies year after year 
aud allow the company to ride rough­
shod over us. According to a provision 
in the company^» charter we have long 
since i>eeu entitled to a reduction in the 
price of gas. More than that, it can be 
established by conclusive evidence that 
gas can be made aud distributed at 75 
cents and still allow a dividend of 10 
per cent, on every dollar of capital in­

vested. The company not only disre­
gards the law ; it plays the part of the 
dog iu the manger. If the city had a 
plant of its own it would have to pay 
only 4 per cent, instead of 10 on. the 
capital invested. This one item means 
a saving of $96,000 a year, equivalent to 
a reduction of about 20 cents per thou­
sand feet. There is no reason why To­
ronto should pay more for its gas than 
Cleveland and a hundred other cities. 
Tbe present company can sell it for 75 
cents» and still pay 10 per cent divi­
dends. There is another 26 cents per 
thousand feet extra we lose because we 
foolishly baud over the conduct of our 
affairs to an independent and irrespons­
ible board of directors instead of man­
aging them through our responsible re­
presentatives.
