He Better.* a Outrai Guard Without 
Gen.ulllng lhr Warden.

Guard Howe, formerly in charge of 
the wood-turning shop at the Central 
Prison, the aggrieved party in the 
most recent demonstration In connec­
tion with the Internal dissension now 
prevailing In the management of that 
institutlon.apeared before Minister of 
Education Ross yesterday and com­
plained that he had been summarily 
ousted from his position by Inspec­
tor Noxon and transferred to an in­
ferior position and that his salary had 
suffered a corresponding reduction. 
Minister Ross, who, it appears, had 
recommended Mr. Howe for service 
in the prison, was surprised and could 
not believe that such action would 
be taken, without the full knowledge 
and consent of Warden Massie.

Mr. Howe, it seems, was a prominent 
witness against Foreman Scott when 
that functionary was hauled up before 
the prison officials, charged with mak­
ing more than his salary out of cer­
tain sleigh contracts and it Is believ­
ed that this is in a great measure ac­
countable for his presqRt dethrone­
ment. The Scott matter has not as 
yet been officially Investigated, but It 
will have that attention In th 
future, and It Is believed that out of 
that Investigation will grow a de­
cision relative to the Justice of Inspec­
tor Noxon’s treatment of Guard Howe.

A World representative called upon 
Warden Massie at the prison yester­
day, but that gentleman declined to 
discuss matters. He, however, un­
hesitatingly pronounced Guard Howe 
one of the most faithful members of 
his staff and said that he had risen to 
his present position solely through 
merit. Mr. Massie firmly declined to 
discuss the position assumed by In­
spector Noxon.

Apropos of the case in hand, the 
printed prison regulations proclaim 
that in the event of any guard or other 
employe proving 
duties, deficient in morality 
other good cause, it is the duty of the 
warden to suspend each officer and re­
port the case to the Inspector of 
Prisons for a full Investigation, but 
nowhere is the authority given the In­
spector to remove or reduce any of­
ficial without com’plalnt first having 
been made by the warden, and in the 
case of Guard Howe, there is a total 
absence of any such complaint ever 
having been made by Warden Massie, 
and It Is on this ground that Minister 
Ross bases his surprise at the redac­
tion of ithe guard. But. nevertheless, 
Guard Howe has been reduced and en­
tirely*' thrtiugh' an order issued by In­
spector Noxon, and nothing but Gov­
ernment action can reinstate him.

Warden Massie is about to relln- 
gufsh his ,duties for a three weeks' 
outing at Clifton Springs, not, as he 
says, because he Is broken down with 
worrying over the difficulties noiv 
surrounding his position, but simply 
because he is entitled to such a fur­
lough every year and he believes he 
profits physically thereby.
