JUBILEE RAMBLES.

To the Henley Royal Regatta Upon the
Thames.

By J. Rupert Elliott.
( Continued. )

Landing at Henley station we find a crush,
too much for the station appartments, ample
as they undoubtedly are on ordinary occa-
sions. Along with the throng of pleasure
seekers looking for a share in the sports and
a look at the sights of a second day at Hen-
ley, the tide of business adventurers is still
towards this popular resort. Then the bas-
kets and hampers and crates, etc., and un-
wicldly cases of champage must have & right
of way.

We take our course down toward the
scene of the Henley sporte. We slip down
by the river side, and have our first look at
a Henley boat loaning yard. Here alone,
are dozens of row boats of various kinds for
hire; notwithstanding the faet that the river
already seems quite full enough of them for
tolerable navigation. Leaving, we make
our way to Henley bridge. This is a fine
stone bridge of five arches and with heavy
stone balustrades. *‘The key stones of the
centre arch represent, respectively, Thames
and Isis,. The Thames, which looks down
the stream, is the conventional bearded old
father Thames, crowned with bulrushes; and
the Isis, looking up the stream, is in allusion
to the fabled marriage of Thames and Isis, a
female head adorned with water plants.”

We have been swarmed about, ever since
we left our station by a host of boys and
girls and old men and women, presenting to
our notice programmes, official programmes,
and bills of all kinds. We determine here
and now to stop all this, by procuring an
outfit and keeping it in full view so that we
may not be the subjects for false hopes of
profits by these earnest vendors, But these
programmes are really indispensable.

From Henley Bridge we get our first im-
pression of what a glorious thing is a Henley
Regatta—the animated scene upon theriver,
the line of brillant and gaily decorated house
boats, lining the Oxford and Bucks shore,
the Reminham meadows, dotted over with
club stands, bandstands, press stands and
many others, and in the distance Temple
Island with its bunting floating to the breeze,
and away farther, upon the hill side is Park
Place, & lovely garden home,—all making a
delightful picture.

Now we are upon the Berkshire side and
upon the Reminham meadows and roaming
leisurely down by the press stand and the
grand stand. About 50 yards from here is
the point where the royal races terminate.
From thisstand is obtained an uninterrupted
view of the whole race course. Reserved
seats 103. per day; to the enclosure 5s.
Here we find that the Gordon Highlanders
and the 2ad batt. rifle brigade (Prince Con-
sort’s own) will render a fine programme of
music throaghout the day.

This race course has had something of a
history though nothing like that of many of
the others upon the Tuames. In 1839 First
Trinity, Cambridge, won the grand challenge
cup. Since that year the Henley Regattas
have had their yearly contests. In the ear-
lier days of these races they had the tone of
the public school and the university — a un-
iversity race course and that only. Now
the clubs from all over the kingdom come
here to take part in the contests. The Roy-
al Chester, the London Rowing Club, the
Kingston Rowing Club, the Thames Rowing
Clab and the Winnipeg. Rowing Club have
contests here to-day.

Notes From Osborne.

REV. N. B. DUNN.

The past antumn has been in meny re-
spects a very pleasant one. We shared with
the rest of the province during the spring,
the cold and wet weather, but from June
20th until Nov. 17th, no people could wish
for a pleasanter season.

The crops, with the exception of hay were

largely a failure. Vegetables, owing to the
cold wet spring, did not come up and what
did were of an inferior quality. As a result
of the failure large quantities of produce are
being shipped here from P. E. I. Potatoes
and oats are worth from 40c to 45c per
bushel, while turnips are sold for 25¢; pork
for G2., beef for 5, 6 and 7c. per Ib. Even
at such prices the people here can buy much
cheaper than they can raise them. It crsts
a large amount of money to prepare a piece
of ground for a crop. The quantity of stone
would surprise the dwellers in the valley.
It is imposeible to cultivate with oxen or |
horses at the first; all is done with crow-bar
and pick. The soil is productive after it is
once fitted for a crop.
The fishing during the past season was
only fairly remunerative. Heavy storms
hindered the work cff shore, and scarcity of
bait prevented the bankers in their third
trip from realizicg much.

The herring came quite plentifully during
October, and helped the men considerably.
The late catch of herring are used largely
for lobster bait the coming spring. The
largest are pickled and sent to the West In-
dies.

We are very glad indeed to know that the
coast railway is gradually approaching this
place. There is still, however, between 50
and 60 miles to be built before we will have
the pleasure of knowiog that the road is
completed. The road, so far as it is com-
pleted, gives entire satisfaction. The road-
bed is very even, the cars first class and the
officials very obliging and painstaking.

1t is a pity some of the sportsmen of An-
napolis county could not visit Shelburne
county during the hunting season. Over
one hundred moose have been killed thus far
since Sept. 15th and still the work of cap-
taring goes on.

Game is reported very plentiful. Now is
the time tor wild ducks and geese. Come
through here and enjoy the sport.

It will soon be four years since I first came
to Osborne, and they have been very busy
but happy years. The Lord has been bles-
sing the labors of his people of late. Six
have united with us by baptism, and others
will, in the near future, follow their example.

Conecerning England’s Trade.

Washingtor, Dec. 4.—Commercial Agent
Stern, at Bamberg, in a report to the State
Department, has given a great deal of gener-
al information concerning the recent notice
of Eogland to terminate the commercial
treaty made with Germany. Mr. Stern says
that negotiations have been entered into at
the instigation of Great Britain for a new
treaty. The commerce between England
and Germany comprises nearly 25 per cent.
of the latter's trade. Germany’s exports to
Great Britain proper in 1396 were valued at
$169,932,000, and to the British colonies
$26,418,000. The great amount of trade, he
says, is due to the treaty of most favored na-
tions existing between Germany and England
and her colonies. The treaty about to be
terminated conceded to German trade the
enjoyment of any concession or privilege
granted to the colonies of Great Britain, or
to the mother country by the colonies. Ger-
many does not have the same advantage with
the Dutch, French, or Spanish colonies. The
relations of the three latter mother countries
is much closer in matter of trade than Eng-
land with hers. Referring to the fact that
(Canada has recently made concessions in her
tariff to English goods, and after expressing
the opinion that there is no doubt that other
English colonies will soon follow Canada,
Mr. Stern says: ‘‘Great Britain will then
be obliged to make concessions in her turn
and alter her customs law in such a way that
certain products of her colonies may be im-
ported into the mother country under more
favorable conditions than the corresponding
products-of other countries. This would be
carrying into effect the plan to amalgamate
all parts of the British Empire into one cus-
toms union.”

Big Wire Trust.

Pittsburg, Pa., Dec. 3.—The Leader pub-
lishes to day the details of the proposed wire
trust. The facts are gathered, it is claimed,
from an authotitative source, and are vouched
for by parties interested in the deal. The
combination wiil have a capital of $50,000.000
and is backed by Picrpont, Morgan & Co.,
of New York. It will take gvery wire, wire
rod and wire nail plant in the United States,
and besides these, two blast furnaces, one of
which has its own ore supply. Three steel
plants will be included in the deal. The
proposition is to buy outright every plant
'which is in any way interested in the manu-
facture of wire in any shape, paying two-
thirds of the purchase price in cash and the
other third in stock of the new company.
Appraisers are now at work fixing the value
of the different plants which are to be bought
up, and they are expected to get through
with their work by February, when the con-
solidation of the companies will probably be
finally effected.

Cuban Autopomy.

THE PROPOSED MEASURE A GENEROUS ONE.
Washington, D. C., Nov. 29.—Senor Du-
puy De Lome, the Spanish minister, has re-
ceived long despatches from Madrid showing
in detail the plan of autonomy which Spain
is about to apply to Cuba. The new law
proposes to give Cuba a parliamentary body
of full law making power. The completeness
of this legislative power is as great, if not
greater, than that enjoged by gnnnd&, orb
any state of the United States. This is read-
ily demonstrated by comparing the plan of
the new law with that of the British North
American act of 1867, which establishes the
present parliamentary system of Canada.
According to the Canadian law, the Canadi-
an Parliament consists of two bodies. The
Upper House is made up of members appoint-
edby the Crown, each member holding a life
tenure with a qualification that no member
is eligible unless he has an income of four
thousand dollars. The provision for (he new
Cuban Upper House ia along the same gen-
eral line, but is far less stringent. Instead
of the Crown appointing all of the Upper
House, as in the case of Canada, the Spanish
Crown is to appoint only one-half the mem-
bers of the Upper House of Cuba. The oth-
er half are to be elected by the people of Cuba
every five years. There isa $4,000 property
qualifications for membership of the Upper
House of Cuba, which is the same as that of
Canada. The same comparison holds good
between the proposed Lower House in Cuba
and the Lower House in Canada. There is
2,500 property qualifications for members
of the Lower House in Canada, and also a
qualification as to those who may vote for
such membere, But in the new plan for
Cuba there is no property qualifications as to
the electors. It is one man, one vote, the
same be he black or white.

If the new home rule law is compared with
the systems prevailing in the several states
of the Uniteg States, it will be found that
Cuba is to have a far greater measure of con-
trol of her own affairs than do the several
states in this country. For instance, she is
given control of her postal affairs, control of
her banking currency, and control of her
customs. This last feature is most iniport-
ant.

e

Relations with Canada.

The visit of the Canadian Premier and his
colleagues to Washington has ended, it
seems, in temporary failure. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and our government have not been
able to settle all at once the numerous ques-
tions that bave been so long in dispute be
tween the two countries. But a good begin
ping has been made, and if the Canadians
will follow up their new policy the crumpled
relations of the Dominion and the Republic
will be smoothed out before very long.

It would have been impossible to devise a
method of negotiations better calculated to
cause mutual exasperation than that which
has prevailed hitherto between Canada and
America. Canada has turned ber back on
the United States, and rehearsed her griev-
ances to Eogland. Our government has
turned its back on Canada, and poured its
woes into the British ear. On each side, of
course, the pretensions have been advanced
in an extreme form. Kngland has ogcupied
the position of counsel for one of the disput-
ants, with no judge to bring the cases to &
final decision.

If Canada bad maintained a representative
at Washington, and we had had one at Otta
wa, each country would have looked toward
the otehr, and would bave negotiated with
some regard to the other’s point of view.
It is to be hoped that Sir Wilirid Laurier’s
visit may pave the way for the establishment
of at least an unofficial Canadian Legation
at Washington. The cordial relations we
have maintained with Mexico for so many
years prove that we can keep on good terms
with our neighbors easily enough when we
meet them face to face. \Weshould probably
be in hot water with Mexico all the time if
we had to discuss Mexican offairs with the
Cabinet of Spain.— New York Journal.

Buffalo, N. Y., Dec. 2.--Mr. Erastus Wi-
man, president of the Consolidated Lake
and Canal Transportation Company, is in
England for the purpose of raising money to
build boats and equip the big company.
He wants to get something like $1,000,000
or more, if he succeeds the work of the com-
pany will begin during the coming season.
Last winter an effort was made to put through
a bill allowing the company to incorporate
with a capital of $400,000 and with the priv-

| ilege of putting a great fleet of steel boats

on the canal and lakes with facilities for
giving a through bill of ladiog from any point
in the west to the port of New York.

The bill was vigorously opposed by all
the canal men on the ground that it would
be the utter ruin of all the indvidual boat
owners who now do business on the canal.
After mauy hearings and much debate the
bill was smothered in committee. The com-
pany was finally incorporated in New Jersey
some time ago, and if Mr. Wiman succeeds
in raising sufficient money in England the
revolution in the canal business will begin
before the cloge of the coming season.

Will Wheat be $1.50

Minneapolis, Minn., December 5.—It was
reported yesterday at the chamber of com-
merce that the Peavey elevator companies
have made a compact with the Pilbury com-
panies and secured control of not only the
wheat in Minneapolis, but all the wheat that
is stored in elevators throughout the North-
west. Mr. Pilbury recently predicted that
wheat would go to $1.50 a bushel, and this
is consistent with the rumor of acorner. If
the story is true, Peavey and Pilbury can sit
back and;let the pricego where it will. They
would be independent of any price specula-
tors might make. The time for deliveriesis
surely coming, and the grain men must get
their wheat somewhere in order to make
their deliveries, and if it is controlled by the
two men named they will have to pay fancy
prices for it. \

———

Effect of the Engineers’ Strike.

London, Dec. 4.—Mr. Sinclair, editor of
Locomotive Engineering, of New York city,
bas a long letter in the Times to-day on the
engineering strike. He describes the great
economy of production in America resuliing
in the adoption of Whitney’s principle of in-
terchangeable parts of machinery. He says
that during a single week as a consequence
of the strike fifty-eight foreign orders were
received in the United States for locomotives
which under normal conditions would prob-
ably have been placed in England. He warns
English engineers that if they attempt to
follow the trade they are banishing to Amer
ica, they will be obliged to work harder and
longer hours than they are accustomed to at
home. j

Corner in Herring.

Halifax, N. 8. Dec. 3. —Herring has been
selling in Halifax for a month at the very
high figure of $3.25 per barrel. One firm
has tried to make a corner, and has pur-
chased twenty thousand barrels, much of it
at high figures. There have been large
catches of fine herrings in Newfoundland,
and the same in western Nova Scotia, and
the price has declined to day, it being weak
at three dollars. Twelve hundred barrels
arrived yesterday from Newfoundland, and
three cargoes came in to-day. The trade
expects that the price will go down to $2.50
or $2.75 and that considerable export will
be made to Montreal and the west. -

Chinese Emperor Angory.

London, Dec. 2.—A special despatch from
Shanghai received this afternoon announced
that the Emperor of China has declared that
he would rather furfeit his crown than agree
to the conditions demanded by Germany as
redress for the murder of two German
missionaries, Nies and Hennle, and the des-
truction ¢f German m.ission property in the
province of Shan Tung Admiral Diedrich,
the German commander of Kiao Chau Bay ;
the despatch further states, has preclaimed
martial law ia the district around Kiao Chau.

China, the despatch concludes, desires that
her dispute with Germany be submitted to
arbitrators appointed by Holland and Bel-
gium.
