There ware long low sheds, occupred by cows stalled close
togetier, eight to ten 1n a row, and standing back to back,
so that a man could hardly pass between them. The cows
are nhed by a short rope to the great trough, in which they
are fed exclusively with the swill of the distiliery, and are
never taken from their places until they cease to gtve muik,
or are sufficiently diseased to be sold to the butcher. Two
thousand cows were kept at the place, and the unnatural
and unwholesome fluid which they are made to produce 1s
distributed, as 13 said, to something hike 80,000 consumers.
There are several such establishments in and wbout New
York, which supply perhaps 2U0,U0U of the people with
what is oalled milk,”

The writer relates the following conversation which he
had with a person asbout this distillery, and states that he
verified the truth of the answers by personal observauon :

Q. Are not these cows liable to disease from being con-
fined so closely and fed on swill 7

A. That, indeed, they are, Sir. If you will take the
trouble to look into the lots opposite to tha stables, you may
see from two to six of them ataggering about, and ready to
drop dead. Sometimes six of them will die in a single day.

5. Do they continue to milk them after they are turned
out to die ¢

A. Yes, Sir. I have seen them do it frequently. [ have
seen them when they were so exhausted as to be unable to
stand long enough to be milked, and one man would hold
them up while another would milk them.

@. Do they really sell that milk through the city ?

A. Yes, Sir. They carnry it round to their cusiomers
every day unde: the name of Westchester County or Orange
County milk. Itis a very common thing for country milk-
men to bring their cans into the city half full, and fill np at
this eatablisbment.

What becomes of those sick cows which you speak
of 2 Do they recover ?

A. Ibelieve not a single case of recovery has been known.
They appear to die of consumption. Many have been ex-
amined after death, and the lungs are always found to be
badly diseased. Wuen they stop milking the butchers get
them.

Q. Is it possible that those diseased animals are sold for
beef through the city ? )

A. Why, 8ur, that is no secret. They are carried off to
some slaughter-house during the night ; or they are taken
out of tows and cut up, and then brought back to the but-
cher shops. . L

This, then, is another side of the many sided iniquity.
This monster, who many fondly believe deals only with
those who have &t least passed the period of early youth, is
sencing its streams of pollution into the very centre of the
Jomesiic cricle, and anatching from the motber’s hreast the
new born infant, offers its poison under the fair guise of
food.
