8he was of fair comploxion, and had always enjoy-
ed good health, There wes an enlargement of the
thyroid gland on the right side, which had existed
for fifteen years. It had never given her much
annoyance, and it was only on eccount of the un-
sightly deformity that she uryently requested its
removal. The tumour was of an cblong shape,
about three and a half inches in length, and four
inches in circumference, looking much like a ban-
ana. In the presencd of the class of the Medical
College of Ohio, and assisted by Dr. Glover Perrin,
U. S. A, and others, I divided the integuments
over the most prominent portien of the tumour, so
as to completely expose the morbid growth., With
the handlo of tho scalpel and fingers the tumour
was completely isolated, with but trifling hemorr-
liage, until its base was reached. The whole nass
was then suddenly wrenched from its connections,
-and for a fow moments the hemorrhage, both frem
sthe superior and inferior thyroid arteries, was truly
appalling. A sponge was quickly thrust into the
wound, but was saturated at once, when it wus
withdrawsn, and pressure with the fingers was

.made directly upon the bleeding vessels. In the
course of & few minutes a sponge was again inserted
to the very bottom of the wound, whilst ancther

the operation, but the other waa allowed to remain
until the 8th of March, the offensive odvur having
been corrected by a solution of carbolic acid. The
wound, which was of great depth, healed with but
little suppuration, and the patient left the hoapital
entirely cured on the 22nd of March.

Dr. Perrin, who was the first to inspect the extir-
pated tumour, called attention at onco to the fack
that it embraced not only the isthmus of the thy-
roid, 1& also the left lobe, which was somewhat
atrophied. The disease was simply hypertrophy.—

Belladonna as an Aperient in Constipation.

Although constipation is such a common com-
plaint and a source of so much annoyance, it is
gearcely regarded by persons generally as a disease
requiring medical aid ; yet numerous popular reme-
dies are resorted to for its rclief, comprising alf
known purgatives, often in considerable doses.
From {ime to time these are repeated, in many cases
acting as only temporary palliatives, until at last
gome aperient preparation hasto be taken from one
to three times a weck to cnsure as many as two or
throe evacuations in this time.
