The Debate on Urnreatricted neciprociy
Eenmaied - Sir WIIrrid Laurier un

tise Question.

OTTAwA, April6.-In the House of Commons
yesterday afterncon tht Speaker announced
that he had received from the Registrar of the
Supreme Court a c>py of the judgment in the
Glengrry appeal case. (Opposition applause.)

Mr. Prefontaine drew attention ta the fact
that the translations of the debates in the
Hause were in arrear, and asked who was re-
sponsible.

Tht Speaker aaid theChairmanaf thefl2batea
(Jmmnittetwould ananer the question.

Replying to Mr. Mills, Sir John Macdonald
anid the writ for Russell election had been
ordered.

Hon. Mr. laurier resumed the debate on
Uorestricted Reciprocity. He said the Reform
party' w-ere attaked fi-r their loyalty, but if
they choie te retaliate they might te able te
show that this gaîh Cf layairt> emanated frot
manopeliats wha n-are ai raid chat cefortu wonld
touch their interests. Were they a satisfied
with the condition of the country as te risk
nothing for their advancement? .Away with
their ignoble fears and cowardly considerations.
He was the truest loyalist who stood firm ta the
example exhibited by their ancestors, whose
every effort was assailed with the same talk of
disloyalty as to-day. With such reRources this
land ought to be the abcède of universal proa-
perity and contentment. He would be a crim-
tual, however, who didn't admit that in spite of
her capabilities there was a deep wound in ber
young body aspping ber very lie. He left the
assertions f bath saides to the judgment Of the
people of the country, and all but monopolists
would admit tbtre was something wrong with the
co ntry. He admitted there was no starvationu
lu the country, but it was not enough ta a young
sud healthy population that they should be
abovo want. The great cornplaint was that
there was no outlet for the surplus of wheat.
The people of this country produced beyond
what they cnsumed. There was to-day,under
the aircumatances, a sentiment af irritation
wbich muestaechecked, or it wouldrheaume
very serius indeed. The Conservative party,
previons ta 1878, declared emigration was going
n, but if tty gt into power the ywo-altnpu

a stop ta it. Tht Gorernrnents'e tyrannical
conduct towards Manitoba, and the resson wby
they had a ays fai.ed ta put anend t emigra-
tion, n-s beuause they had. faîled ta under-
stand that, under proper economic conditions,
the labor of the country would he as abundant
and productive as it ought to be.

Mr. Laurier quoted the resolution submitted
by Sir John Macdonald in 1879, propossng the
adoption of the Naational Policy and express-
irg the belief that such a course would tend in
the dirction of reciproeity. If words meant
snything, thes e meant that recipracîty wn-ss
desirable. In spite cf al o uefforts n-ehad not
succeeded in developing an intpr-provinci.al
trade. e hahd been told that an Inperial
trade bad been deve'oped. He declared that
the aitators of the protective policy promised
beneficial results, but they forge' that national
industry could not thrive in a limited market,
but must operate in large markets. Ht pointed
out that our cotton nIls had not greatly in-
creasel, sa was the case u other countries, and
many of thern were wrking on half tim-.
That nas tEu of eAton mille ras the same of
woolltrs and oCher tuannfactories. Tht
remedy for the state if thinga tbat pre.
vafled wnas plain sud obvious, viz.: ta
adopt the resolution bafore the House in
favor of availing ourselves of the market to the
south of us. We sent commissioners ta.nego-
tinte regarding trade relations to the Antipodes
and Argentine Republi, yet we could net send
one to Washington. He ixpresed bis p!easure
that air Chas Tupper secprocated the senti.
