Imprisonment for Debt
Iubjects (or citizens) of one High Contractiug lParty shall not in theif the other TIigh Centractiug Party be liable to impriseumient as aýxeceution for debt or as a conservatory measure in any case where the)r citizens) of the latter would not be se hiable.
