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2. ARTICLE I
Premises and Facilities of the Office

2.1 The Office shall be located in the City of Ottawa, where
adequate accommodation will be rented by the United Nations
Centre for Human Settlements (Habitat) (hereinafter '"the

Centre").

3. ARTICLE II
Status and Administration of the Office

3.1 The Office shall be considered as being an integral part of
the Centre, a United Nations Secretariat entity. Its
administration and management will be subject to United Nations

rules and regulations.

4. ARTICLE III
Support of the Office

4.1 The Government hereby undertakes to provide up to a maximum
of seven hundred and fifty thousand Canadian dollars (CDN
$750,000) to enable the Office to carry out its responsibilities
under this Agreement. The Canadian contribution shall be made
available in Canada, payable to the United Nations Habitat and
Human Settlements Foundation, the extrabudgetary financial entity

of the Centre.

4.2 For this purpose, the Centre will open a bank account in the
city of Ottawa to be administered by the Executive Director of
the Centre in accordance with the Financial Rules and Regulations
of the United Nations.
