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their right to control ali charters operating into and Out of their countries regardless of

the origin of the traffic. In a few isolated cases Canada has had to, accept the imposition

of more restrictive rules of capacity constraints because of the other country's refusai to

allow Canadian miles to apply. Most notable among these have been France and

Venezuela. Canada's charter rules are generally considered moderate, with the U.K. and

the U.S. having less restrictive regulations than Canada.
