Subject to Article 3 above, the airlines designated by each contract
ing party shall enjoy, while operating an agreed service on a specifie
route, the following privileges:

(a) to fiy without landing across the territory of the othe*
contracting party;
(b) to make stops in the said territory for non-traffic purpose®

8. Tariffs to be charged by the designated airlines referred to ¥
this Annex shall be agreed in the first instance between them, havi‘rlg
due regard to the rates fixed by any Tariff Conference of airlines operati®
in the area. Any tariff so agreed will be subject to the approval of th€
competent aeronautical authorities of the contracting parties. In th€
event of disagreement between the airlines, the competent aeronautic?
authorities of the contracting parties shall endeavour to reach an agreemen"
Should the competent aeronautical authorities or subsequently the contract’
ing parties themselves fail to agree, the matter in dispute will be referr®
to arbitration as provided for in Article VI of this Agreement.

If you are agreeable to this proposal, it is suggested that this note and
your reply should constitute an exchange of notes amending the Annex of 1
Agreement as above set forth.
