A series of networking activities (e.g., workshops, electronic exchanges) and 
training activities (mostly in conflict resolution techniques) are being conducted 
in the problem areas of the Eastern Democratic Republic of Congo and Rwanda. 
Some direct mediation between civil society organizations is being conducted 
under this program. Also, best practices in the area of inter-group peaceful 
coexistence are being diffused.
