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"Therefore, your petitioner humbly prays that this honourable House will
take such steps as they may deem to be necessary and fitting to enable your
petitioner to carry on his profession of a newspaper correspondent and thereby
provide a livelihood for himself and f amily.

"And your petitioner, as in duty bound, will ever pray."

By unanimous consent, on motion of Mr. McNulty, seconded by Mr. McGee,
it was ordered,-That the petition of Raymond Spencer Rodgers, the parlia-
mentary correspondent for the St. Catharines Standard, concerning his applica-
tion for admission to associate membership in the Parliamentary Press Gallery
Association of this Parliament, be referred to the Standing Committee on
Privileges and Elections for consideration thereof and such report thereon as
the Committee may deemn to be appropriate and fitting.

Mr. Dinsdale, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, laid before the
bouse,-Urban Development Plan, Banff, Alberta, dated 1961, prepared for
the National Parks Branch, Department of Northern Aiffairs and National
Resources, by H. Peter Oberlander.

Mr. Brewin, seconded by Mr. Lewis, by leave of the bouse, introduced
Bill C-65, An Act to amend the Criminal Code (Insanity), which was read
the first time and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the bouse.

Mr. Wahn, seconded by Mr. Whelan, by leave of the bouse, introduced
Bill C-66, An Act to grant Amnesty to and Confirm the Rights of Asians,
Africans and other Persons subi ect to Racial Discrimination whose Admission
to Canada may have been irregular or illegal, which was read the first time
and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the bouse.

Mr. Macdonald (Rosedale), seconded by Mr. McNulty, by leave of the
House, introduced Bill C-67, An Act respecting Relief against Unconscionable
Transactions, which was read the first time and ordered for a second reading
at the next sitting of the bouse.

By unanimous consent, it was ordered that the Statements made at the
United Nations concerning Nuclear Weapons Tests by the bonourable Howard
Green on September 25, 1962, and by Lt. Gen. E. L. M. Burns on October 11,
1962, be printed as an Appendix to this day's Han'saTd.

The bouse resolved itself into Committee of Supply.
