3. Of the  appeals covered in  p a r t 2, w ere any tak en  by  T ru st Companies 
as Executors? If  so, w hat companies, and how  m any by each company?

4. W as th e  H onourable J . J . M cCann the  M inister in  question  during  this 
period?

5. Was the  H onourable J . J . M cCann a d irector of any of the  companies 
nam ed in  the  answ er to  p a rt 3? If so, w hich one?
