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part conforms with at least the major provi-
sions of the I.L.O. instruments. Steps will
therefore be taken to explore with the prov-
inces whether further action is advisable to
ensure full compliance with the instruments.
If this can be achieved, the Canadian govern-
ment would then be in a position to ratify the
two conventions.

The fifth instrument is a recommendation
concerning employment of women with fami-
ly responsibilities. This recommendation is of
considerable interest to us in Canada, because
of the recent impressive increase in women’s
participation in the labour force. In the past
the employment situation of male workers
has provided the benchmark of labour force
policies, but in light of the changing composi-
tion of the labour force there is increasingly
urgent need to develop policies and services,
which will assist women with family respon-
sibilities to fulfil their dual role and at the
same time safeguard their rights and status
in employment.

The I.L.O. recommendation provides a use-
ful guide for the development and adaptation
of policies and services appropriate to their
changing circumstances. It will be widely
distributed among provincial and other au-
thorities having responsibilities in this area.
