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It has flot been made clear what govern-
ment pollcy is in respect of the recommenda-
tion of the Gi cornmittee to include certain
classes of employees now exempted. There is
a great deal of apprehension, on the part of
those people who fall within those categories
enumerated in the act as being exempt from
coverage, that they will be included without
any government announcement as to accept-
ance of the Gi comrnittee recommendation
in this direction. I know of no governrnent
declaration to the contrary.

In view of the fact the government has
introduced some amendments to the Unem-
ployrnent Insurance Act, it owes these people,
who feel they are simply going to have their
pockets picked for the purpose of offsetting
losses, a declaration as to the Gi committee
recommendations. The government should
declare itself in respect of the inclusion of
these people for coverage under the act, par-
ticularly when there is littie possibility of
their obtaining benefit. As long as such
apprehension exists, since the Gi cornmittee
was establishcd for the purpose of inquiring
into the operations of the Unemployment Ln-
surance Act, I suppose we are entitled to
assume that the governrnent has considered
the recommendations and bas not corne to
any conclusion.

To give the government the benefit of the
doubt, I arn sure it has considered these
recommendations. There is no more oppor-
tune moment than now, when parliament is
dealing witb this act, for it to make its posi-
tion known by saying it accepts the recom-
mendations of the committee and, at the
appropriate time, by order in council will
include these people for coverage. If that is
not the case, then conversely the government
should say it does flot agree with the recom-
mendations, or that it has not made up its
mind.

Because of the tact that with this change
sorne pople will be required to niake contri-
butions, with little likelihood of receiving
benefits, the government owes it to them to
declare itseif in respect of at least this recorn-
mendation of the Gi committee, perhaps
between now and the time the bill cornes up
for resumed consideration, when the minister
will close tbe debate. Perbaps during that
interval tbe government will consider the

tbougbts I have expressed and make its
intention known.
