INCREASES IN PRICE 0F BREAD-GOVERNMENT ACTION

Hon. Robert L. Stanfield. <Leader of the Opposition>:
Mr. Speaker, I wish to direct a question to the Minister of
Consumer and Corporate Af fairs arising out of his state-
ment yesterday about the message from the Bakery Coun-
cil of Canada indicating that general restraint would be
exercised for the month of March. In view of the opposi-
tion of the Food Prices Review Board that an increase in
the price of bread of more than two or three cents would
be excessive, and the reports that some bakeries at least
have put their prices up by four cents, would the minister
tell the House what action, if any, he proposes to take?

Hon. Herli Gray (Minister of Corwumner and Corporate
Affairs): Mr. Speaker, it is my understanding thbat most, if
not ail, of the bakeries, with one possible exception, which
are the subject of these press reports are not members of
the Bakery Council. I am taking steps to contact themn
today, and I hope to have f urther information to report to
the House tomorrow.

Mr. Stanfield: 1 think the minister conceded with
respect to the position of those outside the council or
association that there was at least one bakery to his
knowledge that had gone above the two or three cent level
indicated as the maximum appropriate. What action, if
any, does the minister intend to take with respect to, any
such bakery?

Mr. Gray: Mr. Speaker, firat we want to contact this
bakery directly and find out exactly what it is doing 50

that we will have exact knowledge rather than relying on
press reports. In addition, as I said yesterday, my request
to the members of the Bakery Council through the council
itself was for voluntary action, and as soon as we get an
assessment of how this restraint is operating, which we
want on an urgent basis, we will have to consider what
f urther action would be appropriate.

Mr. Stanfield: Mr. Speaker, may I ask the minister what
action he really proposes to take to confront the problem

of the increase in the price of bread in view of the impres-
sion he has heen giving in recent days that he is simply
using evasive tactics to permit delays on his part?

Mr. Gray: Mr. Speaker, the action I have been taking is
within the framework of the statement made by the Prime
Minister last August, which involves a three-stage process.
First of ail, where unwarranted price increases are identi-
f ied it is expected that they will be made public by the
Food Prices Review Board and given widespread puhlicity;
second, the principals of the enterprise involved can
expect to be called before that board and, third, in the
event that the board reports signif icant instances of prof i-
teering, in cases where the parties concerned are flot
willing to correct this voluntarily then, as the Prime
Minister stated, the government would be prepared to seek
parliamentary authority to undertake corrective action.
