Can tbe
Minîster of Finance tell us wbether bie made tbe necessary
arrangements s0 tbese campanies accept ta wait 45 days
before tbey apply tbat increase of $1.50 a barrel of ail?

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (Minister of Energy, Mines
and Resources): Mr. Speaker, 1 believe so. Tbe same wait-
îng periods were used for the last price increasa, and
compais accepted the requirement. 1 can state that we
are naw subsidizing campanies in eastern Canada ta
reduce prîces. If tbey are nat prepared ta accept sucb a
waitîng period, there mîgbt be also a slîgbt delay in the
payment of tbe subsidy.
