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but in recent years I should think that the students do not seem to have 

attached as much value to these medals as to other more distinctive scholar­

ships or prizes. Dr. Woodhead, Dr. MacMillan and I all think, therefore, 

that a prize of books would, at present, be more distinctive than another 

medal.
