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The Negroes are ignorant and supersci-

tious
; simple, mild, and generous, who need

only to be educated and enlightened by tho
genial spirit of the gospel to make them the
most happy and amiable of mankind. They
are divided into tribes ; some of the largest
are found in Western Africa. They worship
Mahomet as the true God. Indolence and
a fondness for music and dancing are the
general habits of the negroes.
