Ncwv York State Leader Be-
comes Public Ownership
Champion.

SUBMITS POWER BILL

Would Revoke Franchises of
Private Corporations at
First Opportunity.

ALBANY, N.Y., April 10.—In Gov-
ernor Martin Glynn of this state, Hon.
Adam Ileck, chairman of the Hydro-
Wlectric . Commiseion of Ontario, has
one of his most nctable public owner-
ship eonverts. Since the Ontario
“minister of power's” recent inferview
witli the chief executive of the .em-
pire siate, the latter has been out to
fight the private power corporations
of the state from the drop of the hat

Governor Glynn hss submitted to
the state legislature a proposal  to
tslie steps to develop, for the benefit
of the people at large, the entire latent
power of the state. Somé of
the most eminent engineers in  the
ccuntry have told the' governor that
no ‘less than 1,500,000 horse-power of
electrical energy is capable of  de-
velopment within the -borders’ of the
State of New York,

Private ownership mnow controls
1,000,000 horse-power, making 2,500,-
000 horse-power in all, and the gov-
ernor, had hLe his way, would revoke
the franchises of the private corpora-
tions at the first opportunity. In
electrical energy the State of New
York is only excelled by California,
which,. it is estimated, is capable of
producing some 3,000,000 horse-power.

OTTAWA, April 10.—The sight
of old Fort Howe at 8St. John,
N. B.., which played an important
part in defending British settlers and
British territory from the inreads of
the Americans during the revolution,
and was the site of the landing of the
United Empire Loyalists in 1783, when
three thousand of them came to Cana-
da and founded the City of St, John,
has been set aside as a National park
u}u](‘r the control of the department of
the intepior.. Hitherto it has been
under the administration of the mili-
tin department,

It will henceforth be known as Fort
Howe National Park, and will be ac-
cessgible to the public.

FOR PROTECTION

British Consul’'s Appeal Re-
ceived With Satisfaction by
Constitutionalist Leader.

EL PASO, Tex., April 10—Gen. Car-
ranza today said he felt that his for-’
eign policy had been justified in a call
made on him by H. C. Myles, British
consul at El Paso, to request that cer-
tain British-owned mining property in
rebel territpry be protected. In this
connection Pedro Fabela, constitution-
alist minister of forelgn affairs, today
issued this statement:

“The British consul spoke to me un-
officially regarding eclaims of British
subjects, This is the result of our
attitude assumed in the Benton case,
of not answering representations made
by the American Government in case
of foreigners who are not Americans.

“We consider the first magistrate
has obtained a diplomatic victory
which is just, and is founded on inter-
national lasv/ The British consul was
given every consideration and today 1
shall take pleasure in_answering -his
questions in aocordance with the
views of the first magistrate, = Eng-
land givés an example to the rest of
the nations who have not recogmnized
the rebels in that British representa-
tives will address themselves unoffi-
clally to the first magistrate in mat-
ters regarding British citizens. 1f all
governments were to roceed in this
manner it would result’in considerable
attention to the claims and represen-
tations made in behalf of their citi-
zens and would avoid wreng interpre-
tations about the stand that the first
magistrate takes which is based on
justice and right.”

charged us with locking out 110 cm-
ployes from our factory and filling
up their places with non-union hands.
' We protest very strongly against th‘e
| uptruth of this statement and fee! it
| our duty to deny same by descriving
the real facts of the strike.

Since the establishment of the Do-
minion Cloak Company we have never
had any trouble with our help, we
were always well respected by our
employes, on the other hand we have
always treated them in the best pos-
sible way, that is to say morally and
financially, which can be proved by
our pay book. -

During the last few years our busi-
ness has grown to such an extent that
the management began to realize that
it required ai their attention to the
buying of the raw material apd the
gelling of the made-up garment, and
-y looking after the manufactyping
end of it we neglected 2 good many
other important things, and in order
to overcome this we decided to give
our work over to a contracting firm,
which is an. orderly proceeding in the
tailoring trade amongst -the largest
manufacturers in the United States
and Canada. After arrangements
were compléted with our contractors
we thought it our duty to inform our
employes of the change that had taken
place, which we did and to!d them
that future negotiations would have
to be made with these contractors.

The contractors were. quite willing
to employ the same help without any
exception, which -can be proved by an
advertisement which we inserted ia
one of the daily papers which read as
follows: “The United Contracting Co.
wants to negotiate with the same. help
who woarked at the Dominion Cloak
Co.” To our surprise we found that
our factory, was picketed the next
morning weithout being informed by
any private individual or officially by

PUBLIC UNDERTAKINGS.

Editor World: Your editoria]l re-
marks in Sunday's World re “Public
Undertakings a Business” were, in the
early part, sound and conclusive, show-
{ng that the cost of operating and
earrying shéuld be provided By 4fe:
revenues from same, but towardsithe
erid you strayed somewhat,

You admit that the eurplus from
the present “rake off” will soon be
absorbed by the deficit arising frogm
the operation of the several civic cal
lines, and express. the hope that this
will soon disappear after the whole
system is unified and eingle fares
adopted. Certainly, Mr. Editor, this
will follow if the earnings of the ©»
fitable part of the railway are able to
cover the loss arising from the
profitable portion, but is this good
business?

The separate operation of the two
systems, as at present, shows where a
profit and a loss are made; therefore,
if both systems were public undertak-
ings, would it not she proper, if pos-
sible, to reduce fares when the profit
arises, and raigse them when the loss is
sustained?

Of course such a differenial rate
would be unworkable, but does it not
prove that the present flat rate is
wg-ong'.’ There, perhapse, wuas a time
when it may have been advisable, and
T confess to having favored its adop-
tion when sitting in the city counecil
in 1891; but with the present and fu-
ture expansion- of the eity ‘it is no
longer 80; necessarily there is a limit

4 to the distance where passengers car

be carvied %t-the present rate of three
or four cents cach., even if the num-
bers are great! To extend farther, as
must be done from time to time, and
continue the old flat rate means a gen-
eral increase, penalizing stil] more the
user of the car for short distances.

It seems to me that the zone sys-
tem, as practised in Britain, giving an
additional mile or part thereof for
each cent would apply here; the gys-
tem of paying fare ig -so worked out
there as to be quite convenient.

: Why should the person going afar
in order to gecurec cheap land and low
taxation, and the produce of a garden
perhaps, not pay more for trangporta-
tion than those residing closer in at
higher living cost? Or why should
users of the cars for short distances
and moegtly outside of the congested
hours for car traffle, in order to econ-
omize time, pay exorbitantly for his
car service in order to make good the
logs in carrying the “two tripper” per
day who travels only when the low
special fares are current?
